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1. OBJECTIVE AND CHARACTERISTICS OF THE  PUBLIC BID
Introduction
These regulations are intended to regulate the procedure of the International Public Bid for the Project “Management of Instituto Nacional de Salud del Niño – San Borja”.
The objectives of the Bid Terms are:
· Conduct a transparent and objective procedure on the basis of equality.
· Involve as many Bidders with experience in the provision of the required services as possible.
· Determine the basic rules according to which the Bidders will prepare their proposals.
Accordingly, this document will establish the basic aspects related, mainly, to the regulations and terms of the Public Bid, the competition factor, the requirements for Bidders and/or Participants, and other important principles.
1.1 Official Announcement and Purpose of the Public Bid
1.1.1 The Private Investment Promotion Agency (PROINVERSIÓN), by virtue of the Agreement for Technical Assistance under a Commission, has announced an International Public Bid for the Project “Management of Instituto Nacional de Salud del Niño – San Borja (INSN-SB)”.
1.1.2 The purpose of this Public Bid is to grant, under a Public-Private Partnership (PPP), the rights to manage certain ancillary services provided by INSN-SB to a private company or consortium, by entering a Contract for Management. Under this Contract, the Government will transfer to the private sector the management of the Goods and ancillary services of INSN-SB, while the Project Managing Entity (PME) will guarantee the sustainability, preservation, useful life and integral maintenance of the infrastructure, facilities, Clinical and Non-Clinical Equipment, the quality of the provision of diagnosis support services and general services, and any other services detailed in Annex N° 9 – Reference Terms, in accordance with the requirements of the Ministry of Health (MINSA).
1.1.3 Duration of the Contract
The Contract for Management will include an Implementation Period and an Operation Period. The Implementation Period will not be longer than three (3) months following the date of signing of the Contract for Management. The Operation Period will begin the day after the end of the Implementation Period, and will be effective for ten (10) years.
In order to terminate the Implementation Period, INSN-SB must grant an Authorization for Implementation. This will begin the Operation Period.
1.1.4 Every Interested Party, Qualified Interested Party, Bidder, Qualified Bidder, Successful Bidder or person who participates in this Public Bid will be deemed aware, directly or indirectly, of the contents of these Bid Terms and of the Applicable Laws. No evidence to the contrary will be admitted.
1.1.5 The process of this Public Bid will be executed in accordance with the provisions included in the Bidding Conditions and, in any matters not specifically covered, in accordance with Legislative Decree N° 1012, and their supplementary, regulatory and amending regulations.
1.1.6 By virtue of the First Technical Supplementary Provision of the Legislative Decree N° 1017 - Law of Public Contracting, and the COPRI Agreement N° 355-2001, the provisions included in such Legislative Decree are not applicable to this Public Bid.
1.2 Financing
The Contract for Management under a PPP will be co-financed. This means that the Peruvian Government will remunerate the activities defined in 1.1.2 during the entire Contract period.
The Co-Financing will be detailed according to the procedure and conditions in Annex N° 10.
1.3 Terms
All the references made within this document to any “Chapter”, “Section”, “Form”, “Annex” and “Appendix” should be interpreted as made respectively to the sections, forms, annexes and appendixes of and to these Bid Terms, unless otherwise provided.
The expressions in the singular include the plural, and vice versa.
Any time references must be interpreted as made to the Peru local time.
The terms in uppercase characters included in these Bidding Conditions and that are not expressly defined herein are referred to the Applicable Laws, to terms defined in the Contract, or to the meaning given to them during the activities performed during the development of the project or, failing that, to terms that are usually written in uppercase characters.
1.4 Definitions
For the purposes of these Bid Terms, the following terms will have the following meanings:
1.4.1 Non-Disclosure Agreement: The agreement to be signed by the Authorized Agent or the Legal Representative of any Interested Party, before using the Data Room. The form of the text of the Non-Disclosure Agreement is enclosed to this document as Annex N° 1.
1.4.2 Certificate of delivery of Assets: The document issued by INSN-SB for the delivery of the Project Assets to the PME, which includes a record of the conditions of the infrastructure and equipment received by the PME.
1.4.3 Award: The declaration to be made by the Committee establishing the Successful Proposal.
1.4.4 Successful Bidder: The Qualified Bidder chosen by the Committee as the entity to be granted the Award of the Public Bid.
1.4.5 Initial Procurement of the INSN-SB Equipment: The procurement of equipment to be performed by INSN-SB after the beginning of the Contract, as part of the process of termination of the initial provision of INSN-SB equipment.
An informative list of equipment the procurement of which by INSN is pending will be published in a Circular Letter. This list will be updated until the date of the signing of the Contract in order to determine the equipment yet to be purchased by INSN-SB by that date.
1.4.6 Private Investment Promotion Agency - PROINVERSIÓN: The public institution attached to the Ministry of Economy and Finances, with legal person status, technical, functional, administrative, economic and financial autonomy, referred to in Law Nº 28660, Regulations to the Organization and Functions of PROINVERSION, approved by Ministerial Resolution Nº 083-2013-EF/10, and the Supreme Decree Nº 027-2002-PCM, as amended by the Supreme Decree Nº 095-2003-EF. Among other functions, PROINVERSIÓN promotes private investments in infrastructure and public service projects, in accordance with the applicable laws. In the present case, it is the institution responsible for the conduction of this Public Bid.
1.4.7 Authorized Agents: The natural persons appointed as such by the Interested Party, Qualified Interested Party or Bidder, as applicable.
1.4.8 Public-Private Partnership According to Article 3 of the Legislative Decree N° 1012, a Public-Private Partnership (PPP) is a modality of participation of private investments that involves expertise, knowledge, equipment, technology and distribution of risks and resources, preferably private, with the purpose of creating, developing, improving, operating or maintaining public infrastructure or providing public services. A PPP is composed by the Government, by means of a public entity from the Non-Financial Public Sector, and one or more private investors. 
1.4.9 Government Authority: Any national, regional, department, province or municipal government or authority, or any of its regulatory or administrative dependencies or agencies, or any entity or body of Peru that exercises executive, legislative or judicial powers, or that belongs to any of the governments, authorities or institutions mentioned above, with competence on the subject persons or matters.
1.4.10 Authorization for Implementation: The authorization to be registered in minutes, by which INSN-SB will recognize that all the obligations of the PME related to the Implementation Period have been satisfactorily fulfilled.
1.4.11 Blood Bank: A service that includes identification, interview to the possible donor, selection, physical examination, obtainment, donation, preparation and conduction of immunohematology testing, extraction, fractioning, screening, control, preservation, transfusion and supply of human blood, its components and derivatives.
On the basis of the activities mentioned above, the service includes the delivery of screened units of blood with the seal of quality of the National Program of Hemotherapy and Blood Banks - PRONAHEBAS.
1.4.12 First-Class Foreign Banks/International Financial Entities: The entities listed in Appendix N° 1 of Annex N° 2 to these Bid Terms, authorized to issue guarantee letters for the purposes of this Public Bid.
1.4.13 Local Banks: The Banks listed in Appendix N° 2 of Annex N° 2 to these Bid Terms, authorized to issue guarantee letters for the purposes of this Public Bid.
1.4.14 Bid Terms: This document, including any Forms, Annexes, Appendixes and Circular Letters issued by the Committee, which determine the terms under which the Public Bid will take place. The Bid Terms are part of the Contract.
1.4.15 Project Assets: The group of assets that INSN-SB will make available to the PME by the beginning of the Contract, the assets that INSN-SB will acquire during the Contract period, and the assets that the SGP will acquire for the provision of the services under the Contract, provided that, as mentioned in Annex 9, they are returned to INSN-SB at the end of the Contract. The list of assets to be made available to the PME at the beginning of the Contract will be included in the Contract.
1.4.16 Circular Letters: Any directives or provisions issued in writing by the Committee, with specific or general scope, in order to complete, clarify, interpret or amend the contents of these Bidding Conditions or another Circular Letter, or to address inquiries made by any authorized persons according to the provisions of these Bidding Conditions. The Circular Letters issued will form an integral part of these Bid Terms. A Circular Letter can also be issued to provide Interested Parties with information related to the Public Bid.
1.4.17 Co-financing: The amount of money, expressed in Peruvian Nuevos Soles, that the Contracting Entity will disburse in favor of the PME under the Contract terms, for the items listed in Annex N° 10.
1.4.18 Committee: The PROINVERSIÓN Committee for Infrastructure Projects and Public Social Services, Mining, Sanitation, Irrigation and Agricultural Affairs – PRO DESARROLLO, created by the Supreme Resolution Nº 010-2012-EF and responsible for the execution and development of this Public Bid.
1.4.19 Proof of Payment of Right to Participation: The document that PROINVERSIÓN will give to the Interested Party as a proof of having made the payments for the Right to Participation in the Public Bid.
1.4.20 Contracting Entity: The Government of the Republic of Peru, represented by the Ministry of Health.
1.4.21 Public Bid: The selection process carried out by the Committee and regulated by these Bid Terms, in order to grant to a private operator the management of certain ancillary services of INSN-SB.
1.4.22 Consortium: The association of two or more legal persons that have no legal person status independently from that of its members, which has been created in order to participate as a Bidder in this Public Bid.
1.4.23 Contract for Management or Contract: The Contract by which the management of the integral preservation and maintenance of the infrastructure, facilities and general equipment of INSN-SB is granted, as well as the provision of diagnosis support services, general services and others defined in Annex Nº 9 – Reference Terms.
1.4.24 Effective Control: For the purposes of the Public Bid, a natural or legal person has, or is subject to, the Effective Control of a legal person, or shares the effective control with it, when:
· It shares more than fifty percent (50%) of the rights to vote in the general meeting of shareholders, due to its direct ownership of share capital securities, or its indirect ownership, by means of a usufruct contract, a trust, a syndication or any other legal action; or
· It is directly or indirectly authorized to appoint or remove the majority of the members of the board of directors or equivalent body, which allows it to control or exercise the majority of votes in the meetings of the board of directors or the equivalent body, or to regulate the operational or financial policies under regulations, a contract or any other modality; or 
· It controls the capacity of take decisions in the company due to any other mechanism or circumstance (contractual or not).
1.4.25 Announcement: The announcement through which the Interested Parties are invited to participate in the Public Bid, according to the provisions in the Bid Terms.
1.4.26 Schedule: The timeline of activities to be performed during the process of this Public Bid, listed in subsection 1.8.
1.4.27 Affidavit: The written statement provided by an Interested Party or a Bidder, providing information or assuming responsibilities that are regarded as true for the purposes of this Public Bid; without prejudice to the Committee's right to verify such statement.
1.4.28 Right to Participation: The right of a legal person or consortium to participate in the Public Bid. It is obtained through the payment to PROINVERSION of US$ 1,000.00 (one thousand and 00/100 United States Dollars), IGV included. The payment for the right to participation is not reimbursable.
1.4.29 Days: Working days, i.e. days that are not Saturdays, Sundays or non-business days in the city of Lima. The days that are not working days for the public sector will also be considered non-business days.
1.4.30 Dollar, United States Dollar or US$: The currency of legal tender in the United States of America.
1.4.31 Affiliate Company or subsidiary: A company is considered as affiliated to another company if the Effective Control of both companies is exercised by the same Parent Company.
1.4.32 Parent Company: The company that has the Effective Control of one or more companies. This definition also includes the company that has the Effective Control of a Parent Company, and so forth.
1.4.33 Subsidiary Company: The company the Effective Control of which is exercised by another company.
1.4.34 Related Company: Any Affiliate Company, Subsidiary Company or Parent Company.
1.4.35 Clinical Equipment: The system or equipment the operation of which is directly related to the diagnosis and/or treatment of a patient. It includes the main equipment, associated hardware and software, if applicable.
1.4.36 Other Equipment: The Clinical or Non-Clinical Equipment that has not been classified as Specific Equipment.
1.4.37 Specific Equipment: The equipment on which the PME will provide technical assistance purchase services, according to Annex 9 to the Bid Terms.
1.4.38 Non-Clinical Equipment: The equipment and accessories used to provide supporting services to the normal performance of clinical activities or for non-clinical purposes.
1.4.39 Competition Factor: The variable that will determine the Successful Bidder, in accordance with subsection 7.2 of the Bid Terms.
1.4.40 Closure Date: The day, time and place where the Contract for Management will be signed and other acts will take place. It will be informed in a Circular Letter.
1.4.41 Trust: The contract to be entered into by the trustee, the Contracting Entity, the PME and INSN-SB, in accordance with the model attached and part of the Contract for Management.
1.4.42 Performance Guarantee: The Guarantee to be obtained by the PME through a bank guarantee letter according to the model in Annex N° 2 and to the conditions in subsection 10.2.1.5. The Performance Guarantee must be issued by a Local Bank, a Foreign Bank or an International Financial Entity referred to in Appendixes N° 1 and 2 of Annex N° 2 to the Bid Terms.
1.4.43 Guarantee of Challenge to the Award: The bank guarantee letter issued or endorsed by a Local Bank, to be submitted by a Qualified Bidder with a valid economic proposal to PROINVERSION, in the event that the Bidder brings a challenge against the Award. The guarantee will be issued according to the provisions in subsection 9.3 and to the model in Annex N° 7 to the Bid Terms.
1.4.44 Guarantee of Validity, Effect and Integrity of the Economic Proposal The guarantee letter or stand-by-letter of credit to be submitted by the Bidder in favor of PROINVERSIÓN in order to guarantee the Validity, Effect and Integrity of its Economic Proposal, according to the model in Form 1 of Annex N° 5 to the Bid Terms.
1.4.45 High-Complexity Hospital Only for purposes of this Public Bid, a high-complexity hospital is the hospital that provides at least the following services:
· Surgery specialties: thoracic and cardiovascular surgery, neurosurgery, traumatology and orthopedics, pediatric surgery, head and neck surgery, ophthalmology, otorhinolaryngology, urology and gynecology. 
· Clinical specialties: internal medicine, neonatology, pediatrics, anesthesiology, intensive medicine, nephrology, cardiology, neurology, pneumology, gastroenterology, rheumatology, endocrinology, clinical hematology, clinical pathology, pathological anatomy, radiology and rehabilitation medicine.
1.4.46 IGV: The General Sales Tax.
1.4.47 INSN-SB: The Instituto Nacional de Salud del Niño – San Borja (National Child Health Institute in San Borja)
1.4.48 Member: Each one of the legal persons that form a Consortium.
1.4.49 Interested Party: The Peruvian or foreign legal person or Consortium that purchases the Rights to Participation in this Public Bid and submits to the provisions in the Bid Terms.
1.4.50 Qualified Interested Party: The Interested Party that has complied with the requirements for qualification listed in Section 5 of the Bid Terms, and has been expressly accepted by the Committee and is entitled to submit Envelopes N° 2 and N°3.
1.4.51 Applicable Laws: The group of Peruvian legal provisions that regulate the Contract, and the effects thereof. They include the Political Constitution of Peru, the regulations with force of law, supreme decrees, guidelines and resolutions issued by any competent Government Authority.
1.4.52 Mechanism of Deductions: The adjustment mechanism applicable to the retributions, in the event that, due to causes attributable to the PME, the obligations related to the availability of the infrastructure or the levels of quality of the services provided by the PME are not fulfilled, based on the indicators to be described in the Contract.
1.4.53 MEF: The Ministry of Economy and Finances of the Republic of Peru.
1.4.54 Lowest Economic Proposal: The economic proposal with the lowest result obtained from the formula of assessment of Economic Proposals, described in subsection 9.1.8, to be used to grant the Award.
1.4.55 MINSA: The Ministry of Health of the Republic of Peru.
1.4.56 Notifications: The documents described in Section 2.1.5.
1.4.57 Nuevo Sol: The currency of legal tender in Peru.
1.4.58 Economic Proposal: It is composed by the values proposed by the Bidders according to the model in Annex N° 6 to these Bid Terms, to be submitted in Envelope N°3. 
1.4.59 Operation Period: The time period beginning the day following the issue of the Authorization for Implementation, during which the PME will have the right to receive the remuneration established in the Contract.
1.4.60 Implementation Period: The time period of no more than three (3) months from the signing of the Contract to the granting of the Authorization for Implementation. This period includes the verifications, controls, coordination and adaptations that allow for the beginning of the provision of the services by the PME.
1.4.61 Bidder: The Qualified Interested Party that has submitted the documentation in Envelopes N°2 and N°3.
1.4.62 Qualified Bidder: The Bidder whose documentation, submitted in Envelope N°2, has been deemed satisfactorily assessed by the Committee, according to the requirements provided in the Bid Terms.
1.4.63 Challenging Bidder: The Qualified Bidder with a valid economic proposal that files a challenge with the Committee against the Award. 
1.4.64 Economic Proposal: The Economic Proposal to be filed by the Bidder in Envelope N° 3, according to subsection 7.2.
1.4.65 Technical Proposal: The group of documents to be submitted by the Bidder in Envelope N° 2, as provided in subsection 7.1.4.
1.4.66 Project: The project “Management of Instituto Nacional de Salud del Niño – San Borja”.
1.4.67 Draft Contract: Is a non-final version of contract that will be submitted to the Interested Parties for their suggestions. None of the terms and/or criteria in the Draft Contract will be legally binding for PROINVERSIÓN, the Committee and/or the Contracting Entity.
1.4.68 Equivalent Test: The testing quantification unit that allows for the standardization of the different types of laboratory tests to be conducted by the PME. Every test will be transformed into an Equivalent Test by applying a factor according to the procedure detailed in the Contract.
1.4.69 Serving: A breakfast, lunch or dinner.
1.4.70 Legal Representative: The natural person(s) appointed as such by the Interested Party for the purposes of this Public Bid.
1.4.71 Qualification Requirements The technical, legal and financial requirements listed in Section 5 of these Bid Terms that must be fulfilled by the Interested Party to be declared a Qualified Interested Party and continue participating in the Public Bid.
1.4.72 Data Room: The area in INSN-SB that will contain the documents related to this private investment promotion process, to be made available only to the Interested Parties, Qualified Interested Parties, their Authorized Agents and Legal Representatives, that have paid for the Right to Participation and have signed the Non-Disclosure Agreement, attached to these Bid Terms as Annex Nº 1.
1.4.73 Envelope N° 1: The envelope which contains the documents listed in Section 5 of these Bid Terms, to be submitted by the Interested Party.
1.4.74 Envelope N° 2: The envelope which contains the documents listed in Section 7.1 of these Bid Terms, to be submitted by the Interested Party.
1.4.75 Envelope N° 3: The envelope which contains the Economic Proposal to be submitted by the Qualified Bidder, as established in Section subsection 7.2.
1.4.76 Project Managing Entity or PME: The legal person crated by the Successful Bidder, which enters into the Contract for Management with the Contracting Entity.
1.4.77 Subcontractor: The company or companies engaged by the PME to totally or partially provide certain services included in the scope of the Contract.  
1.4.78 Supervisor: INSN-SB, acting through the Specialized Supervisor. The Supervisor will perform the supervisory activities for the obligations assumed by the PME in the Contract.
1.4.79 Specialized Supervisor The specialized company responsible for the supervision of the technical, economic and financial obligations of the PME, as indicated in the subsection above. 
The Specialized Supervisor will be appointed by PROINVERSIÓN in a public bid, which will be executed in coordination with MINSA.  
1.4.80 Reference Terms: The description of the conditions and scope to be observed by the Qualified Interested Party in the preparation of a Technical Proposal. They are detailed in Annex Nº 9 to the Bid Terms.
1.5 Legal Framework and Background
1.5.1 Legislative Decree N° 1012, published on May 13, 2008, approving the Framework Law of Public-Private Partnerships for the generation of productive employment and establishing regulations for private investment promotion processes. The Regulations to this Law, Supreme Decree N° 146-2008-EF, were published on December 9, 2008.
1.5.2 Supreme Resolution N° 010-2012-EF of February 9, 2012, corrected in the Errata of February 21, 2012, amending the constitution of the Special Committees of the Private Investment Promotion Agency (PROINVERSIÓN) created by the Supreme Resolution N° 036-2009-EF, reducing their number to three. One of such committees is the PROINVERSIÓN Committee for Infrastructure Projects and Public Social Services, Mining, Sanitation, Irrigation and Agricultural Affairs – PRO DESARROLLO.
1.5.3 Official Letter N° 2874-2012-DM/MINSA of December 19, 2012, by which the Ministry of Health requests from PROINVERSIÓN the development of four (4) projects under Public-Private Partnerships, the preparation of an Assessment Report, the conduction of the projects and their incorporation to the Private Investment Promotion Process.
1.5.4 Agreement of January 11, 2013, by which the Directive Council of PROINVERSIÓN, among other decisions, accepted the request from MINSA to develop under a Public-private Partnership the project “Management of Instituto Nacional de Especialidades Pediátricas” and other three projects in the health sector.
1.5.5 Ministerial Resolution N° 090-2013/MINSA, published on March 2, 2013, formalizing the creation of Executing Unit 139: “Instituto Nacional de Salud del Niño – San Borja”, a official designation to be used in replacement of “Instituto Nacional de Especialidades Pediátricas”.
1.5.6 Agreement of the Governing Council of PROINVERSIÓN dated March 27, 2013, by which it as agreed to:
· Incorporate the Project “Management of Instituto Nacional de Salud del Niño – San Borja” to the Private Investment Promotion Process within the framework of Legislative Decree Nº 1012 – Framework Law of Public-Private Partnerships, its Regulations and other amending and related regulations.
· Assign to the PRO DESARROLLO Committee the promotion of the Project “Management of Instituto Nacional de Salud del Niño – San Borja”.
1.5.7 Agreement of the Governing Council of PROINVERSIÓN date April 26, 2013, approving the Private Investment Promotion Plan for the Project “Management of Instituto Nacional de Salud del Niño - San Borja”.
1.5.8 Supreme Resolution N°035-2013-EF, published on July 27, 2013, ratifying the agreements of the Governing Council of PROINVERSIÓN mentioned in the paragraphs above.
1.5.9 Agreement of the Governing Council of PROINVERSIÓN date Thursday, July 18, 2013, approving the amendments to the Private Investment Promotion Plan for the Project “Management of Instituto Nacional de Salud del Niño - San Borja”.
1.5.10 Supreme Resolution N° 055-2013-EF, published on September 22, 2013, ratifying the agreement of the Governing Council of PROINVERSIÓN referred to above.
1.5.11 Agreement of the Governing Council of PROINVERSIÓN of October 16, 2013, approving these Bid Terms.
1.6 Authority of the Committee and PROINVERSIÓN
1.6.1 The objective of the Committee is to conduct the Private Investment Promotion Process of the Public Bid, subject matter of these Bid Terms. In this regard, the Committee is entitled, among others, to promote, schedule, regulate, amend, guide, supervise, control and prepare all the provisions that may be relevant or deemed necessary for the execution of the Public Bid, to solve all the matters that are not included in these Bid Terms or the Applicable Laws and, in general, to exercise all the other powers granted by the Applicable Laws.
1.6.2 The Committee may extend the time limits established in these Bid Terms. This Public Bid may be postponed or canceled if such is deemed convenient by the Committee, without the need to express a particular cause and without incurring in any liability as a consequence of such decision.
Any amendments to these Bid Terms will be informed to the Interested Parties or Bidders in Circular Letters, as applicable.
1.6.3 The mere submission of information by an Interested Party, as described in these Bid Terms and/or required by the Committee for qualification purposes, does not obligate the Committee to declare such Interested Party a qualified Interested Party, nor the submission of a proposal implies any acceptance by the Committee. 
1.6.4 The mere submission of the documents required for short-listing implies that the Interested Party, the Bidder or the Successful Bidder, as applicable, is fully aware of, accepts and submits to each one of the procedures, obligations, conditions and regulations -with no exception- that are established in the Bidding Conditions and have binding effect, and irrevocably and unconditionally waives its right to file any action, claim, complain or request for compensation with any authority against the Government, MINSA, INSN-SB, PROINVERSIÓN, the Committee, the advisors, or against any other entity, institution or officer of the Government of Peru on the exercise of the powers described in these Bid Terms.
1.6.5 Unless specifically established otherwise in these Bid Terms, the decisions made by the Committee or PROINVERSIÓN –as applicable– with regard to this Public Bid are final, will not result in a compensation of any kind and will not be subject to challenge in any administrative, judicial or arbitration proceedings. Consequently, by paying for the Rights to Participation or participating in the Public Bid, any entity that falls under the scope of these Bid Terms waives its right to file any kind of challenge against these decisions.
1.7 Contract for Management
1.7.1 The Draft Contract and the Final Version of the Contract will be made available to the Interested Parties according to the provisions in the Schedule in subsection 1.8 of these Bid Terms.
1.7.2 The Interested Parties or Bidders may submit questions about the Bid Terms and suggestions to the Contract within the periods set in subsection 1.8 of these Bid Terms, in the mode described in subsections 3.1.1 and 3.1.2. 2. AUTHORIZED AGENTS AND LEGAL REPRESENTATIVE
2.1 Authorized Agents
2.1.1 Appointment of Authorized Agents
Every Interested Party, before using the Data Room, must appoint no more than two (2) natural persons as its authorized Agents for the purposes of this Public Bid.
2.1.2 Letter of Appointment
The appointment of the authorized agents will be made by a simple letter signed by the Interested Party or, if it is a legal person, by its Legal Representative, expressly stating their powers and including the information detailed in subections 2.1.3 y 2.1.4.
2.1.3 Granted Powers
The duly appointed Authorized Agents will be entitled to act individually from each other, and not necessarily jointly. They will be the only individuals empowered by the Interested Party or Bidder to:

2.1.4 Information

2.1.5 Notifications

2.1.6 Replacement

2.2 Legal Representative
2.2.1 Appointment and Powers
The documents submitted in Envelopes N° 1, N° 2 and N° 3 and, in general, any documents that an Interested Party or Bidder may file with regard to the Public Bid, will be signed by its Legal Representative, who must be duly authorized for such purposes as provided under this section.
The Interested Party or the Bidder will be entitled to appoint up to two (2) Legal Representatives with individual or joint representation powers, as provided under this subsection. 3.1.3 Circular Letters
3.1.3.1 The answers to the questions on the Bid Terms will be published in Circular Letters to all the Interested Parties or Bidders, without mentioning the name of the inquirer.

In consequence, none of the persons participating in the Public Bid can attribute any responsibility to any of the parties mentioned above or to their representatives, agents or servants, for the use that may be given to such information or for any inaccuracy, insufficiency, defect, lack of updating or for any other cause not expressly indicated in this subsection.
3.5.3 Scope of the Limitation of Liability

4.1.3 Opening of Envelope N° 3

4.1.4 Submission of Envelopes by an Authorized Agent or Legal Representative

4.2 Language

4.3 Original Documents and Copies

Type 1 Requirements

Each hospital must have no less than 150 beds.
The evidence of services provided will demonstrate that the operator has sufficient experience in the management of predictive, preventive and corrective maintenance services for Clinical Equipment used in:

3. Cleaning: 
Experience of no less than three (3) instances of provision of cleaning services for hospitals or clinics totaling a surface of at least 30,000 m2, over the last three (3) years. At least one (1) of the hospitals must be operational and at least one (1) of them must be a High-Complexity Hospital with a built surface of no less than 20,000 m2.
4. Food Services:
Experience in no less than three (3) hospitals with a minimum production of 800 servings per day in each hospital, during the last three (3) years. At least one (1) of the hospitals must be operational and at least one (1) of them must be a High-Complexity Hospital. 
The compliance with the requirements established to demonstrate the experience in the services above must correspond to only one company; it is not allowed to sum experience times for qualification purposes.
The experience in currently operational medical centers must correspond to services provided for at least 6 months after the date of beginning of the services.
In addition, each one of the companies that demonstrated Type 1 Requirements must have the ISO quality certification in force or an international quality accreditation/certification in force.
For the purposes of the Type 1 Requirements, copies of the corresponding service contracts mist be submitted. The Interested Party must also submit certificates of acceptance of the service, or any equivalent documents that include the required information, issued by the contracting entities. Alternatively, another document that unquestionably demonstrates the compliance with the Type 1 Requirements can be submitted.
Type 2 Requirements
The Interested Party, whether a legal person or a Consortium (through its Members), or a company acting as its subcontractor, must provide evidence of the direct provision of the following services: 
1. Pathological Anatomy and Clinical Pathology (Laboratory):
Experience of no less than five (5) years in Pathological Anatomy and Clinical Pathology, with a workload of at least 600,000 annual tests in at least one of the last two (2) years. The experience must be supported by a ISO quality certificate in force, or an international accreditation/certification of good laboratory practices.
2. Blood Bank:
Experience over the last three (3) years in the provision of blood bank operating services in one (1) hospital or clinic for at least two (2) years.
3. Sterilization:

4. Management of Hospital Waste: 
Experience of no less than two (2) instances of provision of hospital waste disposal and transfer services over the last four (4) years in medical centers with a health authorization in force, out of which at least one (1) is a High-Complexity Hospital.
The compliance with the requirements established to demonstrate the experience in the services above must correspond to only one company; it is not allowed to sum experience times for qualification purposes.
For the purposes of the Type 2 Requirements, copies of the corresponding service contracts mist be submitted. The Interested Party must also submit certificates of acceptance of the service, or any equivalent documents that include the required information, issued by the contracting entities. Alternatively, another document that unquestionably demonstrates the compliance with the Type 2 Requirements can be submitted. 
In the event that the experience is demonstrated through a company that has entered into a commitment to sub-contracting with the Interested Party, the latter must submit the Commitment to Sub-Contracting established in Form N° 5 of Annex N° 5 to the Bid Terms, duly signed.
The companies participating in the Public Bid to become subcontractors of the PME may sign a commitment to sub-contracting with more than one (1) Interested Party, provided that they are not members of an Interested Party. 
5.3 Legal Requirements
In addition, the Interested Party will demonstrate strict compliance with the following legal requirements:
5.3.1 The Interested Party must be a legal person or a Consortium, a status that must be demonstrated by submitting the following documents:

· An Affidavit, according to the sample attached hereto as Form N° 3 of Annex N° 4, signed by the Legal Representative of the Interested Party, showing the percentage of participation in the Interested Party for each one of its shareholders or partners. If the Interested Party is a Consortium, this information for each one of its Members must also be submitted.
5.3.2 The Interested Party or one of its Members must have paid the Right to Participation of have acquired this right by an assignment of rights. To demonstrate this fact, it is enough to submit a simple copy of the Proof of Payment of the Right to Participation in the Public Bid, or a copy of the document certifying the assignment in its favor, as applicable.
5.3.3 The Interested Party must have a Legal Representative according to the requirements established in subsection 2.2, who will be credited as such by submitting a legalized copy of his or her Power of Attorney. The same will apply to the powers of attorney of the legal representatives for the Members of the Consortium.
5.3.4 The Interested Party, its shareholders or partners or Members, and their shareholders and partners (if the Interested Party is a Consortium) must: i) Not be subject to administrative sanctions involving a temporary or permanent impediment to participating in selection processes called for by entities of the Government of the Republic of Peru, nor to entering into an agreement with the Government of the Republic of Peru.; ii) Not ever have lost its status of concessionaire due to breach of a concession agreement entered into with the Government of the Republic of Peru in the framework of the private investment promotion process under Legislative Decree No. 1012, Framework Law of Public-Private Partnerships, the Consolidated Text of the Concessions Law, as approved by Supreme Decree N° 059-96-PCM, the Legislative Decree N° 674 or the Law N° 28059 - Framework Law of Decentralized Investment Promotion.

After granting the Award, the requirements will also be fulfilled by the PME that signs the Contract.

Finally, the natural or legal persons that fall within the scope of Article N°1366 of the Civil Code cannot become Interested Parties.

For this purpose, the Interested Party, through its Legal Representative, must sign an affidavit according to the model in Form N° 4 of Annex N° 4.
5.3.5 The Interested Party, its shareholders or partners and its Members, and their shareholders and partners (if the Interested Party is a Consortium) waive their rights to invoke or exercise any privilege or diplomatic immunity or other immunity, or to file a claim through diplomatic channels or in any other way against the Government of the Republic of Peru and its departments, MINSA, INSN-SB, PROINVERSIÓN, the Committee, its members and advisors, under Peruvian laws or under any other laws with regard to their obligation related to these Bid Terms, the Economic Proposal, the Technical Proposal and the Contract. For this purpose, the Interested Party, through its Legal Representative, must sign an affidavit according to the model in Form N° 5 of Annex N° 4.
5.3.6 The advisors of the Interested Party must have not provided any type of services to PROINVERSIÓN or to the Committee during the development of this Public Bid, whether on a full-time, part-time or eventual basis. To affirm this fact, the Legal Representative of the Interested Party must sign an Affidavit drafted according to Form Nº 6 of Annex N° 4.
5.3.7 The Interested Party, its shareholders, partners or Members, and their partners of Members (if the Interested Party is a Consortium), must not have any direct or indirect holding in another Interested Party. This fact will be affirmed by the corresponding Affidavit drafted according to Form Nº 7 of Annex N° 4, duly signed by the Legal Representative.

For companies listed on stock exchanges, the participation requirement mentioned above will be limited if such company has the control of the management of another Interested Party, or of any of its Members in the case of a Consortium, according to the provisions in the Regulations on Indirect Ownership, Relationship and Economic Groups, as approved by Resolution CONASEV N° 090-2005-EF/94.10 or by any amending provisions. This fact will be affirmed by the corresponding Affidavit drafted according to Form Nº 8 of Annex N° 4, duly signed by the Legal Representative.
5.3.8 Commitment to Incorporation
5.3.8.1 The Interested Party and each one of its Members (if the Interested Party is a Consortium) must submit an Affidavit of their intention to incorporate a company in Peru with a fully subscribed share capital of at least US$ 1,700,000.00 (one million seven hundred thousand and 00/100 United States Dollars), the ….% (…….. percent) of which will be paid-in by the date of incorporation of the PME in accordance with the applicable laws, if the company is granted the Award. The PME must be formed by the same partners, shareholders or Members and in the same holding proportion as in the Interested Party of Consortium, as of the date of granting of the Award.
This share capital must be fully paid-in within ……. months after the Closure Date, and must be maintained for …... years after the end date of the Contract for Management.
The Affidavit(s) must be submitted with legalized signatures, in accordance with the model in Form Nº 1 of Annex N° 5.
5.3.8.2 After ….. years after the incorporation of the PME, the shares owned by the partners of the PME may be assigned to other companies, upon authorization of INSN-SB, and provided that the new shareholders meet the requirements in subsection 5.2 of the Bid Terms.
5.4 Sub-Contracting
If the Interested Party successfully demonstrates its experience in the provision of pathological anatomy and clinical pathology, blood bank, sterilization or hospital waste management services, according to the provisions in subsection 5.2 of the Bid Terms, the Interested Party must submit a document of commitment to sub-contracting with each one of the companies to be sub-contracted, according to the model in Form Nº 5 of Annex Nº 5.
Additionally, the Interested Party that becomes the Successful Bidder and has demonstrated the experience referred to above must provide copies of the signed sub-contracting agreements as a requirement for the signing of the Contract, in compliance of the conditions in such document.
The subcontractors that have demonstrated their experience under subsection 5.2 may be replaced after the signing of the Contract only by companies that meet the requirements in such subsection, under the procedure to be established in the Contract.
The PME may engage third parties to partially or totally provide the services that were demonstrated by the Interested Party, or its Members if the Interested Party is a Consortium. Nevertheless, the subcontractors responsible for the direct provision of pathological anatomy and clinical pathology, blood bank, sterilization or hospital waste management services must comply with the requirements established in subsection 5.2 for each one of these services.
The subcontractors are responsible only to the PME, which will assume full responsibility for the execution of the Contract to INSN-SB and MINSA, ensure compliance with the terms in the Bid Terms and the Contract and be liable for breach of its duties. 
The PME may not enter into companies that are prohibited from participating in selection processes or from entering into contracts with the Peruvian Government. 
5.5 Financial Requirements
5.5.1. The Bidder must provide evidence of the following: 
a) A net worth of no less than US$ 10,000,000.00 (ten million and 00/100 US Dollars); and 
b) Annual sales for no less than US$ 10,000,000.00 (ten million and 00/100 US Dollars).
The evidence in support of the net worth will be submitted as a simple copy of the audited financial statements for the year 2012 and, for the annual sales, with a copy of the audited financial statements for the years 2012 and 2011, or for the applicable accounting years in the country of origin of the Bidder or its Member(s), or with equivalent accounting documents of the Bidder or its Member(s) for the corresponding years in its/their country of origin.  
A document equivalent will be the Income Tax Return submitted to the National Superintendency of Tax Administration (SUNAT). If the Bidder or Member of the Consortium conducts transactions abroad, documents issued in its country of origin similar to those above will be required.
In order to demonstrate the minimum net worth and the minimum annual sales, the Committee will take into account the net worth and annual sales of the Bidder, or the sum of the net worth and annual sales of all the Members, if the Bidder is a Consortium. 
5.5.2. The financial information detailed in this subsection can be submitted in Spanish or English, without a Spanish translation for the latter case, and must be submitted according to Form N° 2 of Annex N° 5, signed in a original by the Bidder's Legal Representative. 
5.5.3. For these purposes, the Interested Party must provide its own financial data or those of its Members, shareholders or partners. Any information related to companies incorporated in the last two (2) years (2011 and 2012) will not be accepted.
5.6 Validation of the Information submitted to the Committee
Starting from the submission of the documents listed in Section 5 and until the Closure Date, the Interested Party agrees to make available to the Committee all the documents that the Committee may require in order to confirm the validity of the information submitted.
6. SUBMISSION OF ENVELOPE N° 1 AND QUALIFICATION RESULTS
6.1 Submission of Envelope N° 1
The Interested Parties will request the Committee to set a date and time for the submission of Envelope N° 1, within the time limit established in subsection 1.8.
Envelope Nº 1 will be received and opened in the presence of a Notary Public, who will draft minutes to record the presentation of the corresponding Interested Party and the number of pages of the documents in the Envelope.
The minutes mentioned above will include a statement of the application or non-application, as applicable, of the requirements in subsections 5.2, 5.3, 5.4 and 5.5 of the Bid Terms, of the remarks made by the Interested Party and of the contents of Envelope N° 1.
After the opening of Envelope N° 1, the Committee will not provide any Interested Party or other individual not related to the process with information related to the qualification of any Interested Party. The results of the qualification will be informed directly to the Interested Party on the Day after its approval by the Committee, without prejudice to the announcement of Qualified Interested Parties under subsection 6.1.2.
6.1.1 Notice and correction of the objections to Envelope N°1
If, after the opening of Envelope N° 1, the Committee identifies errors that are rectifiable at its discretion, the Interested Party will be given five (5) days after the Committee's notice to correct such mistakes, under penalty of being excluded from the qualification process.
Additionally, and in order to facilitate the evaluation, verification and comparison of information and requirements, the  Committee may require an Interested Party to clarify the information contained in Envelope N° 1, without this involving any amendments to its contents. The request for clarification and the response thereto will be made in writing, according to the provisions in the paragraph above.
6.1.2 Announcement of Qualified Interested Parties
Within the maximum time limit established in the Schedule, the Committee will assess the documents in Envelope N° 1 and issue a list of the Qualified Interested Parties that will participate in the following Public Bid stages.
In a Circular Letter, the Committee will announce the results of the qualification process on the date established in subsection 1.8.
The decision of the Committee regarding the qualification is final and cannot be challenged.
6.1.3 Incorporation of new Members to a Qualified Interested Party
If an Interested Party already qualified as such decides to incorporate a new member to incorporate or make changes to the members of a Consortium, such Interested Party must make the amendments required in the documents submitted in Envelope N° 1, including the new technical, legal and financial information related to the participation of the new Member and the new structure of the Consortium, in order to comply with the requirements of the qualification process established in the Bid Terms.
The deadline for making the amendments is ten (10) Days before the announcement of the Qualified Interested Parties.
For the submission and validation of the supporting documents, the Qualified Interested Parties must submit the required documents, by prior appointment at a particular place, date and time for each one of them.
The documents correcting Envelope Nº 1 will be received and opened in the presence of a Notary Public, who will draft minutes to record the presentation of the corresponding Qualified Interested Party and the number of pages of the documents in the Envelope.
The minutes mentioned above will include a statement of the application or non-application, as applicable, of the requirements in subsections 5.2, 5.3, 5.4 and 5.5 of the Bid Terms, of the remarks made by the Qualified Interested Party and of the contents of Envelope N° 1.
If any efficiency is found in any of the submitted documents, the Committee will request the Qualified Interested Party to solve such deficiency within the next five (5) Days.
Within three (3) Days after the period mentioned above, the Committee will issue a new decision on the qualification, considering the amendments to the structure of the Qualified Interested Party.
7. OPENING OF ENVELOPES N° 2 AND N° 3
7.1 Contents of Envelope N° 2
The contents of Envelope N° 2 will be subject to the provisions in this subsection:
7.1.1 Affidavit:
The Bidder must submit an Affidavit based on the model in Form N° 4 of Annex N° 5, including the following statements:
7.1.1.1 The information, statements, certification and, in general, all the information submitted in Envelope N° 1 remains valid to date, and will remain valid until the End Date.
7.1.1.2 The Bidder has no direct or indirect holdings in another Bidder (this restriction also includes the Members of a Consortium).
7.1.2 Contract
7.1.2.1 The Bidders must submit two (2) copies of the final Contract version, initialed on every page and signed by their Legal Representatives.
7.1.2.2 The amounts to be incorporated the Contract will not appear in the contract's wording, since they will be written on the Closure Date according to the successful Economic Proposal.
7.1.3 Guarantee of Validity, Effect and Integrity of the Proposal
7.1.3.1 The Bidder must guarantee the validity, effect and integrity of the Economic Proposal, by providing a joint, irrevocable, unconditional, automatically enforceable guarantee, without benefit of excussion, in favor of PROINVERSIÓN, according to the provisions in the following subsection.
7.1.3.2 The guarantee will be provided in the form of a Bank Guarantee Letter, according to the wording of the model in Form N° 3 of Annex N° 5. 
Alternatively, a stand-by-letter of credit issued according to the formalities of the bank will be accepted, provided that the letter complies with the requirements provided in Form Nº 3 of Annex N° 5, and has been issued by a Foreign Bank or a International Financial Entity endorsed by a Local Bank.
7.1.3.3 The guarantee must be issued by a Local Bank, a Foreign Bank or an International Financial Entity referred to in Appendixes N° 1 and 2 of Annex N° 2 to the Bid Terms. 
The guarantee must be valid for one hundred twenty (120) calendar days after the date of submission of the Economic Proposal. The Committee may request the mandatory extension of this guarantee period, for which the Qualified Bidder will be obligated to renew the guarantee for the time period required by the Committee.
7.1.3.4 The amount of the guarantee will be US$ 1,500,000.00 (one million five hundred thousand and 00/100 United States Dollars). In order to comply with these requirements, a Bidder may submit two or more guarantees that add up to the total amount established in this subsection, provided that each one of these guarantees complies with all the requirements in subsection 7.1.3 and in Form Nº 3 of Annex N° 5.
7.1.3.5 After the Award is granted, the Committee will be entitled to forfeit the Guarantee of Validity, Effect and Integrity of the Economic Proposal submitted by the Successful Bidder if, due to reasons attributable to the Successful Bidder, it fails to fulfill the obligations provided in subsections 10.2.1, 10.2.2 y 10.2.5 of these Bid Terms by the Closure Date.
7.1.3.6 The guarantee provided by a Qualified Bidder that is not granted the Award will be returned within fifteen (15) days after the Closure Date.
7.1.4 Technical Proposal
7.1.4.1 The Technical Proposal will be drafted on the basis of the technical information available, and in accordance with the criteria adopted by the Bidder, with strict compliance with the conditions established in Annex Nº 9 - Reference Terms and in any other section of these Bid Terms.
7.1.4.2 The proposals to be submitted by the Bidders will not have any errors or alterations, must include the description of the proposed solutions and a list of critical activities scheduled.
7.1.4.3 In its assessment of the Technical Proposals submitted by the Bidders, the Committee will establish if they comply with the requirements of minimum contents established in this document and with the quality requirements for submitted documents established in the Reference Terms attached hereto as Annex Nº 9.
7.2 Contents of Envelope N° 3: Economic Proposal
7.2.1 The Bidder must submit Envelope N° 3 containing the following:
7.2.1.1 The Economic Proposal according to Annex Nº 6, to be assessed according to the formula established in subsection 9.1.8.
7.2.1.2 The Economic Proposal must remain in force at least for ninety (90) calendar days after the Closure Date, even though the Economic Proposal is not successful. Any Economic Proposal valid for a shorter period will be automatically declared null and void. The Committee may extend the time period to submit Economic Proposals.
7.2.1.3 For this purposes of this Public Bid, the submission of Envelope N° 3 by a Bidder constitutes an irrevocable Economic Proposal. By submitting an Economic Proposal, the Bidder subjects itself to all the terms and conditions in the Contract and in the letter of presentation of the Economic Proposal.
8. RECEPTION OF ENVELOPES N° 2 & N° 3, OPENING ANDASSESSMENT OF ENVELOPE N° 2
8.1 Delivery and reception of Envelopes N° 2 and N° 3 and opening of Envelope N° 2
8.1.1 PROINVERSIÓN with the approval of the Committee, will create a Commission for the Assessment of Technical and Economic Proposals (hereinafter, the “Assessment Commission”), before the date of submission of Envelopes N° 2 and N°3. MINSA will participate in this commission through a duly appointed representative. 
8.1.2 The delivery and reception of Envelopes N° 2 and N° 3 will be performed on the date established in subsection 1.8, according to the general guidelines established in Section 4 of these Bid Terms, in the presence of the Committee, the Assessment Commission and a Notary Public.

In a Circular Letter, the Committee will establish the place and time of submission of Envelopes N° 2 and N° 3. Notwithstanding this provision, the Committee will grant a tolerance period of thirty (30) minutes to begin with the delivery and reception of the envelopes containing the Technical and Economic Proposals.

If all the Qualified Bidders are present before the end of the delay tolerance, the Committee may proceed with the act of delivery and reception of Envelopes N° 2 and N° 3.
8.1.3 The Notary Public will receive Envelopes N° 2 and N° 3 from the Bidders in the same order in which they were qualified.
8.1.4 If no Bidders attend the act of delivery and reception of Envelopes N° 2 and N° 3, the Committee will declare the Public Bid not successful.
8.1.5 If Envelopes N° 2 and N° 3 are submitted by two (2) or more Bidders, the Notary Public will open the Envelopes N° 2 in the same order in which the Bidders were qualified.
8.1.6 Once the Envelopes N° 2 are open, the Notary Public will initial and stamp his or her seal on each one of the pages of the documents in the envelope, and will hand them over to the Committee and the Assessment Commission for their assessment according to the provisions in subsection 8.2.
8.1.7 Envelopes N° 3 will remain closed and in the custody of the Notary Public until the date of the act of opening of Envelopes N° 3 and Award.
8.1.8 At the end of the act, the Notary Public will draft the corresponding minutes, which will be signed by the President of the Committee (or an equivalent member), the members of the Assessment Commission and the Bidders that may wish to do so.
8.2 Evaluation of the Contents of Envelope N° 2
8.2.1 If the Assessment Commission determined that any of the documents in Envelope Nº 2, except for the Technical Proposal itself, shows a repairable defect, it will inform of this fact to the Committee for it to serve appropriate notice to the Bidder, that will be granted a time period of three (3) Days to correct the defects found. 

Under no circumstances will the failure to submit a document that should have been in Envelope Nº 2 be considered a repairable defect.
8.2.2 The Technical Proposals will be reviewed by the Assessment Commission. For this purpose, the Assessment Commission will prepare a report for the Committee, with recommendations on the admission of the Technical Proposals submitted by the Bidders. 
8.2.3 If the Committee, directly or based on the recommendations of the Assessment Commission, raises any objection to the Technical Proposal in Envelope Nº 2, the Bidder will have no more than two (2) Days after the announcement of the results of the assessment of Envelope N° 2, to address the Committee objection. The Bidder's clarifications must not imply or constitute any amendment or variation to the original Technical Proposal.
8.2.4 The assessment of the Technical Proposals will not be scored. The Technical Proposals will be declared technically valid to the discretion of the Committee, and on the basis of the recommendations made by the Assessment Commission, if their technical formulation is correct and they comply with the minimum requirements listed in subsection 7.1.4 and in Annex N° 9 to the bid Terms. 
8.2.5 The results of the Technical Proposal assessment will be recorded in minutes of assessment, which in turn will be signed by the members of the Assessment Commission and forwarded to the Committee for its final decision. Only the Bidders that have submitted technically valid proposals and have properly attached the documents detailed in Section 7, will proceed to the next stage of the Public Bid, opening of Envelope N° 3.
8.2.6 After the assessment of Envelopes N° 2, the Committee will announce a new public act to take place on the date established in subsection 1.8, where Bidders will be informed of the reuslts of the assessment of Envelopes N° 2 and the list of Qualified Bidders that may proceed to the act of opening of Envelopes N° 3 and Award, in accordance with the provisions in Section 9 of these Bid Terms. 
The opening of these envelopes will be carried out in the order detailed in subsection 8.1.4.
8.2.7 The decision of the Committee on the results of the assessment of Technical Proposals is final and cannot be the subject of a claim or challenge by any of the Bidders.
9. OPENING OF ENVELOPE N° 3 AND AWARD
9.1 Opening and assessment of Envelope N° 3
9.1.1 On the date established in subsection 1.8 of these Bid Terms, the President of the Committee (or an equivalent member) will announce the list of Qualified Bidders to continue participating in the Public Bid.
9.1.2 The Notary Public will return closed Envelopes N° 3 to the Bidders whose technical proposals have not been found technically valid, registering that the envelopes have not been opened.
9.1.3 Immediately after, the Notary Public will open the Envelopes N° 3 from the Qualified Bidders whose Technical Proposals have been declared technically valid, and will read out the contents of each envelope together with the name of the respective Qualified Bidder. The opening of these envelopes will be carried out in the order in which the Qualified Bidders were assessed.
9.1.4 Once the Envelopes N° 3 are open, the Notary Public will initial and stamp his or her seal on each one of the pages of the documents in the envelope, and will hand them over to the Assessment Commission for it to validate their compliance with the provisions in these Bid Terms.
9.1.5 If the Assessment Commission determines that any of these Economic Proposals does not comply with the requirements established in these Bid Terms, the Economic Proposal will be declared invalid.
9.1.6 The valid Economic Proposals will then be announced according to the procedure in Annex N° 6, and the Qualified Bidder for each one will be identified.
9.1.7 After opening the Envelopes N° 3, the Assessment Commission will verify that the values in the Economic Proposals are valid.
9.1.8 Then, the Assessment Commission will determine which is the Lowest Economic Proposal, by applying a formula to be communicated in a Circular Letter.
9.1.9 After obtaining the value of each valid Economic Proposal, the Assessment Commission will communicate the results to the President of the Committee (or an equivalent member), who will announce each one of the values in the Economic Proposals deemed valid by the Assessment Commission.
9.1.10 The Qualified Bidder that has submitted the Lowest Economic Proposal, as defined in these Bid Terms, will become the Successful Bidder and will be granted the Award.
9.1.11 In case of a tie between Economic Proposals, the following procedure will be applied: 
9.1.11.1 The tied Qualified Bidders will have two (2) hours to submit a new Economic Proposal according to Annex N°6, lower than their original proposals and signed by their respective Legal Representatives. 
In case of a new tie, one (1) additional hour will be granted to the Qualified Bidders to submit new Economic Proposals lower than the ones submitted for the first tie-break. 
If the tie remains in spite of this, the Award will be granted by drawing lots, under the conduction of the Notary Public and in the same public act, according to the mechanism established by the Committee for this purpose at that moment.
9.1.11.2 Any Economic Proposal submitted after the first tie must be lower than the previous one. 
If any of the Qualified Bidders do not submit a new Economic Proposal, the Qualified Bidders that submits an Economic Proposal lower than the previous one will be granted the Award.
9.2 Challenge
Procedure of Challenge to the Award
9.2.1 Any Qualified Bidder with a valid economic proposal may file a challenge with the Committee against the Award. For this purpose, the Qualified Bidder must have its intention to file a challenge recorded in the minutes of the act of opening of Envelope N° 3. The challenge, and its supporting arguments and documents, must be filed in writing within a period of eight (8) Days after the date of the Award.
The Committee will issue a decision within ten (10) Days after the date of filing of the challenge.
9.2.2 The challenging Bidder will be able to file an appeal against the decision of the Committee within three (3) Days after the date of receipt of the decision.
The appeal may also be filed against the resolution of denial of the challenge by default, if the Committee fails to issue a resolution on the challenge within the term of ten (10) Days. In this case, the 3-day term to file the appeal will be counted from the Day after the expiration date of such term of ten (10) Days.
9.2.3 The appeal against the Committee's express resolution or resolution by default will be decided by the Governing Council of PROINVERSIÓN within thirty (30) Days after the date of filing. The resolution in this second instance will be final and not open to appeal.
9.3 Guarantee of Challenge
9.3.1 No challenge will be deemed effectively filed and will remain with no effect unless that, within three (3) days after the date of the Award, the challenging Bidder provides the Committee with a joint, irrevocable and unconditional bank guarantee letter, automatically enforceable and without benefit of excussion or division, according to Annex N° 7, in favor of PROINVERSIÓN.

The bank guarantee letter must be issued by a Local Bank, a Foreign Bank or an International Financial Entity included in Appendixes Nº 1 and 2 of Annex N° 2 to these Bid Terms, and be for an amount of US$ 1,000,000.00 (one million and 00/100 United States Dollars).
9.3.2 The Guarantee of Challenge may be forfeited by PROINVERSIÓN if the appeal filed by the Bidder is dismissed or deemed groundless, or if such appeal is not filed within the term established in subsection 9.2.2.
9.3.3 The Guarantee of Challenge will remain in force for no less than sixty (60) Days.
9.3.4 If the challenge or appeal are accepted, the Guarantee of Challenge will be returned to the challenging Bidder, without carrying any interest.
9.4 Unsuccessful Public Bid
The Public Bid will be declared unsuccessful if no Bidders participate in the act of delivery and reception of Envelopes N° 2 and N° 3, of if no valid Economic Proposal is submitted.
9.5 Suspension
The Public Bid may be suspended or canceled or declared null and void at any time, and without the need to express any reason thereto, at the discretion of the Committee, that will not incur in any liability. This decision is not open to challenge.
10. CLOSURE PROCEDURES
10.1 Closure Date
The Closure of the Public Bid will take place at a time and place to be communicated in a Circular Letter, in the presence of a Notary Public who will certify the actions mentioned in subsection 10.2.
The notarial expenses will be borne by the Successful Bidder.
10.2 Actions prior to the Closure
By the Closure Date, the following actions must have taken place:
10.2.1 The Successful Bidder will submit the following documents by the Closure Date:
10.2.1.1 According to subsection 5.3.8, the Successful Bidder must provide the documents certifying the registration of the Articles of Incorporation of the PME that will sign the Contract in the corresponding Registry Office.
10.2.1.2 The notarized Power of Attorney of the individual who will sign the contract on behalf of the PME, with a certificate of the registration of this document in the Registry Office.
10.2.1.3 The Successful Bidder must also submit a document certifying that the company or the Consortium Members, as applicable, are not prohibited from participating in selection processes nor from entering into contracts with the Government, issued by the Government Contracting Supervisory Body (OSCE).
10.2.1.4 If the information is determined to be false, the Award will be revoked and the procedure established in Section 10.3 will be applicable.
10.2.1.5 Performance Bond for the Contract for Management, intended to guarantee the compliance with each and every one of the contractual obligations under the Contract. The PME must provide the Contracting Entity with a Performance Bond, according to the following:
For the first two (2) years, US$ 7,000,000.00 (seven million and 00/100 United States Dollars), for the following six (6) years, US$ 5,000,000.00 (five million and 00/100 United States Dollars) and for the last two (2) years, US$ 7,000,000.00 (seven million and 00/100 United States Dollars).
The Performance Bond will consist of a bank guarantee letter according to the Form in Annex N° 2, a Local Bank, a Foreign Bank or an International Financial Entity referred to in Appendixes N° 1 and 2 of Annex N° 2. The guarantee letter must be joint, irrevocable, unconditional, automatically enforceable and without benefit of excussion or division, effective for one (1) year after the Closure Date and annually renewable, in accordance with the conditions to be established in the Contract for Management.
Alternatively, a stand-by letter of credit reflecting the formalities applied by the creditor bank may be accepted, provided that such letter complies with the requirements of Annex N° 2 and is issued by a First-Class Foreign Bank and endorsed by a Local Bank.
10.2.1.6 A notarized copy of the service contracts entered into by the PME and Subcontractors whose experience has been claimed to comply with the Type 2 Requirements, according to the provisions in subsection 5.2. The copies must be accompanied by a document certifying that the Subcontractors are not prohibited from participating in selection processes or from entering into contracts with the Peruvian Government.
The services to be provided by the Subcontractors must be provided during the entire effective period of the Contract for Management, and must cover a scope as large as or larger than the scope established in the Contract for Management for the services the provision of which through the corresponding Subcontractor was claimed. 
10.2.2 After verifying the information in subsection 10.2.1, the Contracting Entity and the PME will sign the Contract for Management.
10.2.3 PROINVERSIÓN will return to the Successful Bidder the Guarantee of Validity, Effect and Integrity of the Economic Proposal.
10.2.4 The promulgation of the Supreme Decree granting, under a contract, the Government guarantee in support of the statements, securities and obligations assumed by the Contracting Entity, as established in the Contract for Management.
10.2.5 The Successful Bidder, or the PME created by it, will pay on the Closure Date the amounts established in subsections 11.3 and 11.4 of these Bid Terms, through bank checks to the order of PROINVERSIÓN issued by any of the Local Banks listed in Appendix Nº 2 of Annex Nº 2.
The Successful Bidder, or the PME created by it, will also pay to PricewaterhouseCoopers Sociedad Civil de Responsabilidad Limitada, the contingent fee established in the service contract entered into with PROINVERSIÓN, which will be determined as follows:
· If there are three (3) or more valid Economic Proposals: US$200,000.00 (two hundred thousand and 00/100 US Dollars); IGV included, or
· If there are two (2) valid Economic Proposals: US$120,000.00 (one hundred twenty thousand and 00/100 US Dollars); IGV included, or
· If there is one (1) valid Economic Proposal: US$60,000.00 (sixty thousand and 00/100 US Dollars); IGV included.
The payment must be made through a bank check to the order of PricewaterhouseCoopers Sociedad Civil de Responsabilidad Limitada, issued by any of the Local Banks listed in Appendix Nº 2 of Annex Nº 2.
10.3 Forfeiture of the Guarantee of Validity, Effect and Integrity of the Economic Proposal
10.3.1 If the Successful Party fails to comply with the actions scheduled by the Closure Date, PROINVERSIÓN may forfeit the Guarantee of Validity, Effect and Integrity of the Economic Proposal immediately, without the need of prior notice to the Successful Bidder. The forfeiture of this guarantee does not restrict any other rights that PROINVERSIÓN may have against the Successful Bidder who failed to fulfill the obligations related to its proposal.
10.3.2 The Committee retains the option, but does not have the obligation, of accepting the proposal from the Qualified Bidder with the second lowest Economic Proposal. In such case, the Committee will inform of this decision to the Qualified Bidder who submitted the second best proposal. The information will include details on the procedure of closure and the date, time and place when it will take place.
10.3.3 Without prejudice to the provisions in this subsection, PROINVERSIÓN and/or the Committee may initiate any legal actions allowed by the Applicable Laws that may be directly or indirectly derived from the failure to comply by the original Successful Bidder.
10.4 Effective Date of the Contract for Management
The Contract will enter into force, with full legal effect, on the Closure Date, after having been signed by the Legal Representatives of the PME and the Contracting Entity.
For all purposes, the Closure Date will be the date on which the Contract is signed.
11. FINAL PROVISIONS
11.1 Applicable Laws
These Bid Terms, the documents that are part thereof and the Contract will be regulated and construed according to the Applicable Laws.
11.2 Jurisdiction and Competence
11.2.1 The Interested Parties, Qualified Interested Parties, Bidders, Qualified Bidders and the Successful Bidder hereby agree to subject themselves to and accept the jurisdiction and competence of the judges and courts of the city of Lima, Peru, to resolve any dispute that may arise among them with regard to these Bid Terms. The parties above hereby waive any rights to file a diplomatic claim, as well as to initiate actions of any nature before any other venue or jurisdiction.
11.2.2 Any provision amending, modifying or limiting the rights of the Government of the Republic of Peru, PROINVERSIÓN, the Committee, INSN-SB or MINSA to initiate a legal action or execute a sentence granted in Peru before the judges and courts in other jurisdictions will be applicable. The Interested Parties, Qualified Interested Parties, Bidders, Qualified Bidders, the Successful Bidder and the PME hereby waive their rights to invoke or exercise any immunity or privilege that they may have in these jurisdictions, without reserves or limitations, and accept, and merely on the grounds of their participation in the Public Bid, the alternative jurisdiction or jurisdictions that the Government, PROINVERSIÓN, the Committee and the Regional Government may eventually determine.
11.3 Contributions to FOPRI
According to the provisions in Articles 29 and 30 of the Legislative Decree Nº 674 and in Supreme Decree N° 026-97-PCM, the Successful Bidder must make a monetary contribution to FOPRI (the Private Investment Promotion Fund), for US$ _____ (_______ US Dollars).
11.4 Reimbursement of Process Costs

1. General Aspects

· Diagnostic Support Services:
These services have been organized in order to include the following procedures: (i) Imaging diagnosis, including conventional and interventional radiology, helicoidal multi-cut tomography and state-of-the-art nuclear magnetic resonance, angiography and ecodopppler, (ii) Clinical Pathology and Pathological Anatomy, (iii) Blood and Tissue Bank and (iv) Sterilization.

The target population of INSN-SB is formed by Peruvian pediatric patients between 0 and 18 years of age, with few economic resources, grouped in the North, Central and South macro-regions. INSN-SB will be the main medical center of the national child health network. 
According to medical records from the Statistics and Informatics Office of Instituto Nacional de Salud del Niño - Breña, the origin of the patients in this medical center that may be referred to INSN-SB, is as follows: North Districts (24.38%), Central Districts (21.82%), South Districts (14.56%), East Districts (19.79%) and Callao (5.43%), within the Province of Lima. Other provinces in the region of Lima (1.91%) and other Peruvian regions (12.09%).
The economic sectors that receive services from INSN-SB are mainly sectors C, D and E, corresponding to medium and low economic resources. Other economic sectors are also provided medical services.
This medical center will not serve the public directly, since the patients will be referred from other hospitals that have a lower degree of specialization.
4. Contract Purpose
The purpose of the Contract for Management is the following:
i. Maintenance and preservation of the building, facilities and electromechanical equipment associated to the infrastructure..
ii. Maintenance and preservation of clinical and non-clinical equipment.
iii. Management of general services (laundry, food services, cleaning, integral safety and hospital waste management),
iv. Management of diagnosis support services (Pathological Anatomy and Clinical Pathology, Blood Bank and Sterilization), and
v. Management of technical procurement assistance.
The services to be provided by the PME under the Contract are detailed below:
· Maintenance of the building, the facilities and the electromechanical equipment associated to the infrastructure. The latter includes:
· System of elevators and staircases
· Clinical vacuum system, medicinal gases (oxygen, nitric oxide), cryogenic facilities and industrial and medicinal compressed air.
· Hot water/vapor system (including a powerhouse)
· Water pressurization system
· Water treatment system
· Power generator, including high, medium and low voltage systems
· Hospital waste treatment system
· Air conditioning/climate control system and pressurization of rooms
· Residue water extraction systems
· Firefighting water system
· Oil storage system
· Gas circulation system
· Grounding system
· Refrigeration system
· Communications system

       Additionally, the maintenance of green areas and parking lots will be included.
· Maintenance of Clinical and Non-Clinical Equipment in INSN-SB: classified in the following groups:
· Biomedical equipment
· Supplementary equipment
· Electromechanical equipment
· Computers, except the equipment under the contract with COSAPIDATA
· Management furnishings
· Clinical furnishings
· Computer and Communication Systems, except those under the contract with COSAPIDATA
· The provision of general services:
· Food expenses 
· Laundry
· Cleaning and biosafety
· Integral safety
· Management of Hospital Waste
· Provision of Diagnosis Support Services
· Pathological Anatomy and Clinical Pathology
· Blood Bank
· Sterilization Center
· Provision of Technical Procurement Assistance.
5. Electricity and Water Expenses
The expenses incurred for electricity and water supply services by the PME during the provision of the services under the Contract will be borne by INSN–SB.
6. Management of Project Assets
For the provision of the Contract services, the Contracting Entity will grant to the PME, at no cost, the management of the use of the INSN-SB infrastructure, facilities and equipment related to the provision of such services. For this purpose, after signing the Contract for Management, and as part of the tasks to be executed during the Implementation period, an Analysis or Due Diligence Process will begin. The process will include the assessment of each one of the elements that compose the INSN-SB infrastructure, facilities and equipment. If there are elements that are not in perfect conditions or do not comply with the technical and functional specifications required for the provision of the services, they will be restores, adapted or replaced in order to achieve optimal conditions of use. The cost of these activities will be borne by INSN-SB in accordance with the procedure established in the Contract.
At the end of the Contract for Management, the infrastructure, personal property and real estate, instruments and other elements included in the Contract, including the INSN-SB Assets that are within service life, as well as those made available to INSN-SB along the duration of the Contract, will be entirely returned to INSN-SB, without the right to any indemnity to the PME in this regard. The assets must be in perfect conditions, and able to continue being use to provide the services, meeting the thresholds established in the mechanism of retribution.
Additionally, INSN-SB will provide the PME, from the beginning of the Contract, with the appropriate environments for the performance of its activities and the fulfillment of its contractual obligations.
7. Term
The Contract for Management will include an Implementation Period and an Operation Period. The Implementation Period will not be longer than three (3) months following the date of signing of the Contract for Management. The Operation Period will begin on the calendar day after the end of the Implementation Period, and will be effective for ten (10) years.
8. Scope of the General Services
a. Food Services
The food and nutrition services are divided in main food services for patients, relatives and lNSN-SB staff, and secondary cafeteria services. The scope of these services is the following:
i. Services for patients, relatives and INSN-SB staff:
The PME must prepare the special diet and regular meals for patients, relatives, children in the day care and INSN-SB staff included in the scope of the contract, from Monday through Sunday, according to the medical prescriptions and the organic nutrition unit of INSN-SB.
The scope of the service excludes pediatric patients under 6 months of age (enteral, parenteral and milk formulas), who fall under the responsibility of INSN-SB. For this purpose, INSN-SB has a specific area independent from the space made available to the PME.
The PME will provide centralized services from the INSN-SB kitchen area. The PME must be able to justify the support area that it may need, and the purposes of this space.
The services will include:
· Provision of raw materials, inputs and tableware.
· Management of raw materials, inputs, food and tableware.
· Preparation of diets and regular meals.
· Delivery of diet meals to the Organic Nutrition Unit.
· Distribution and collection of meals for the staff.
· Distribution and collection of meals for the day care children.
· Cleaning and preservation of the infrastructure, equipment, materials and tableware.
The PME will comply, at least, with the provisions in the Manual of Processes and Procedures of the Organic Nutrition and Dietetics Unit, or an equivalent document, approved by a Directorial Resolution signed by the head of the INSN-SB in the Ministry of Health, and supplemented by the Regulations to the establishment and operation of collective food services, as approved by the Supreme Resolution Nº 0019-81-SA/ DVM, when appropriate.
Service Hours:
The service will be provided the 365 days a year. The kitchen service time will be appropriate for the proper provision of the services, from the delivery of fresh products to the providers to the closure of the facilities with all the materials in perfect conditions of cleanliness and hygiene.
The service hours to be observed by the PME will be:
· Morning: from 7 a.m. to 1 p.m.
· Afternoon: from 1 p.m. to 7 p.m.
· Night: from 7 p.m. to 12 a.m.
Material resources:
The materials currently installed in INSN-SB will be at the disposal of the PME. However, the PME will be responsible for providing the materials required for the provision of the services, such as: kitchen equipment, carts, dishes, tableware, cutlery, glassware, trash bins and containers, etc., approved by the institution. For this reason, the PME must replenish the material as required during the Contract validity period.
Personnel:
The PME will provide and maintain the number of employees determined in the requirements of the Contract, as well as those needed to cover for any rest periods, medical leaves and unforeseen absences.
The personnel engaged by the PME must have certificates of having passed psychological and/or psychiatric tests in health centers approved for this purpose and aiming at preventing actions against the physical and mental integrity of children, teenagers, visitors and members of the Institute.
The personnel provided by PME will include nutritionists, according to the requirements of the institution for the preparation and cooking area.
The personnel in charge of food preparation must have at least a technical professional title (3 years of higher education).
The PME must provide at least the following employees for each shift:
· Morning: 2 nutritionists, 2 technical qualified professionals and the assistants needed to provide the service.
· Afternoon: 1 nutritionist, 2 technical qualified professionals and the assistants needed to provide the service.
· Night: 1 nutritionist, 1 technical qualified professional and the assistants needed to provide the service.
ii. Cafeteria Services
The PME must provide integral cafeteria services for visitors and employees, in compliance with the current hygiene regulations for the preparation, distribution and sale of meals. The integral service must include:
· Procurement, storage and preservation of food products.
· Preparation of meals.
· Distribution of services.
· Cleaning (including dish and tableware washing, trays, carts, machinery, equipment, facilities, cutlery, etc.).
Service Hours:
The hours of operation of the cafeteria will be 7:00 a.m. to 11:00 p.m.
The hours for the provision of cafeteria services will be at least 1:00 p.m. to 4:00 p.m. for the lunch, and 8:00 p.m. to 10:00 p.m. for the dinner. The hours of operation of the cafeteria will be 8:30 a.m. to 9:00 p.m.
Any changes to the service hours above must be approved by INSN.
Material resources:
The premises for the provision of the services will be assigned by INSN to the PME; after the assignment, any works or improvements will be conducted at the expense of the PME, after the authorization of INSN.
The PME must purchase and install the equipment, devices and materials that are deemed necessary to provide the services. INSN may request the replacement of any equipment or material, if deemed appropriate.
The PME will comply with the minimum conditions regarding the decoration and adaptation of the premises according to the other parts of the hospital facilities, to be determined by INSN.
Personnel:
The PME will provide and maintain the number of employees determined in the requirements of the contract, as well as those needed to cover for any rest periods, medical leaves and unforeseen absences. 
b. Clothing, Laundry and Sewing Services
The laundry and clothing services will include any activities related to:
iii. Clothing Services
· Initial provision of clothes according to the requirements of INSN-SB.
· Provision of sufficient clothing stock in optimum conditions of cleaning and sewing for each unit (clothing warehouse) according to the established indicators.
iv. Laundry Services
· Technical process of cleaning and treatment of clothes through the degreasing, pre-washing, washing, disinfection, rinse, softening, centrifugation, drying and ironing of dirty clothing provided by INSN-SB. The detailed description of these services and their particular conditions are:
a) The services to be provided include washing and cleaning treatment of clothes, through the degreasing, pre-washing, washing, disinfection, rinse, softening, centrifugation, drying and ironing of dirty clothing from the departments and/or services of INSN-SB.
b) The PME must collect and deliver in the first hours of the morning the clothes that have gone through the cleaning process, on its own account, to the departments or services of INSN-SB.
c) Classify the contaminated and non-contaminated clothes.
d) The collection will be conducted in special bags provided by the PME, with holders that facilitate the collection of clothes from their places and the handling of dirty clothes. The bags must be of different colors, according to the type of dirt or contamination, and be transported in vehicles that provide safety and aseptic conditions for the process.
e) Before washing, the dirty clothes must undergo a deblooding and disinfection treatment.
f) Dirty clothes will be washed by saponifiying grease, removing dirt and bleaching.
g) The washing process will include rinsing to remove any residual chemical products and adjust the pH to appropriate values.
h) Any calls or requests regarding damages clothes must be immediately served.
i) The clothes must be treated with softener after all the other treatments, in order to recover their smoothness. 
j) Removal of water on the clothes through centrifugation.
k) Proceed with the drying, ironing and folding of clean clothes.
l) The clean clothes must be packed in thermoplastic and thermo-shrinking film to prevent their contamination during their transportation and storage from the facilities managed by the PME until the moment that they are worn.
m) Clean clothes will be transported in aseptic conditions from the storage areas, and will be delivered to the person responsible for their reception, who will perform a qualitative and quantitative assessment of the cleaning services for purposes of the payment to the PME.
n) If required by the Contracting entity, the PME must also provide technical assistance regarding the pre-classification and packaging of clothes.
o) The responsible person at the Organic Unit must receive any clothes that are found to be damaged at the time of reception (burnt and/or torn).
p) Clothes will be transported in different carts, one for contaminated clothes and another for clean, disinfected clothes.
v. Sewing Service
· Minor repairs and sewing of clothes owned by INSN-SB and clothes provided by the PME.
· Repairs of uniforms.
· Minor clothing manufacture at the request of INSN-SB.
Service Hours:
The hours of delivery and collection of clothes will be determined by INSN-SB according to its needs, and must be observed by the PME.
Without prejudice to this, the following must apply:
· The collection hours will be from Mondey through Sunday, including holidays, from 6:00 a.m. on.
· Clean and ironed clothes will be delivered daily (including holidays) in the afternoon. The delivery order will be determined according to the urgency of using the clothes to provide services, or according to the laundry schedule.
The PME will ensure a sufficient stock of clean clothes 365 days a year.
Material resources:
The laundry services will be provided in the facilities designated by INSN-SB.
The PME will use all the equipment in the INSN-SB laundry service area at the moment that the service is implemented. 
The material resources (equipment and materials) that the PME must provide for the proper provision of the services includes, but is not limited to, the following:
· If the PME deems necessary to use more carts that the currently made available by INSN-SB, they must be manufactured with cleaning and disinfection materials, and be resistant to corrosion. Their structure must be appropriate to the needs for transport within the facilities, and their wheels must be made of a noise-dampening material. Additionally, the carts will comply with size, capacity and strength requirements that, apart from ensuring their durability and practicality, do not pose a risk to the occupational health of the personnel due to excessive weight or limited mobilization.
· Bags and holders to collect dirty clothes. 
The dirty clothes bags may be made of fabric or plastic, must be impermeable, anti-drip and water-soluble, and have an appropriate closing system.
· Sufficient containers to prevent that the bags are left on the floor at every dirty clothes generating point.
· A stock of clean clothes in a deposit, in order to guarantee the provision of services even during situations that may pose a risk to them. The PME will respond to urgency and emergency requests at any time, in the event that the lack of clean clothes may cause the interruption of medical services (for example, operation rooms and sterilization) or if the shortage of clothes generates a significant reduction of the functionality of INSN-SB.
· INSN-SB will provide a scale to weight clean clothes. The weighting will be jointly performed by the personnel of the PME and INSN-SB appointed to this task, and the laundry service personnel of INSN-SB.
· Initial provision and supply of clothing to INSN-SB, including plain clothes and uniforms, under the aesthetic conditions established by INSN-SB.
· Replacement of clothing for the PME, under the aestethic conditions established by INSN-SB.
· Cleaning products (bleach, disinfectants, soaps, hydrogen peroxide, etc.).
Personnel:
The PME will provide and maintain a number of employees according to the requirements of the Contract, as well as the employees required to cover rest periods, vacations, medical leaves, unforeseen absences, and the provision of the services 24 hours a day, 365 days a year.
The personnel engaged by the PME must have certificates of having passed psychological and/or psychiatric tests in health centers approved for this purpose and aiming at preventing actions against the physical and mental integrity of children, teenagers, visitors and members of the Institute.
The personnel will be organized in three turns: 7 a.m.- 1 p.m. and 1p.m. – 7p.m. and 7 p.m. - 7 a.m. for the provision of clean clothes in the event of urgencies or emergencies.
The personnel will be in coordination with the structure established by the PME for the provision of general services.
c. Cleaning and Biosafety Services
The PME will provide cleaning and biosafety services for th following items, considering their replacements in all the applicable cases of when the element is at the end of its service life:
· Contingency:
· External elements, fire exits and evaluation stairs.
· Floors, ceilings and walls
· Doors, knobs and fittings
· Windows, glass panels
· Ventilation ducts, grids and vents, etc.
· Contents:
· Equipment.
· Furnishings.
· Toilettes, bathrooms, mirrors.
· Light bulbs, lamps, etc.
· Air conditioning systems and others.

The PME will be responsible for preparing a project that includes the cleaning and biosafety programs, and for implementing these programs in INSN-SB, in compliance with the provisions in the Technical Guidelines for the Cleaning and Disinfection Procedures of Areas in Health Facilities and Supporting Medical Services (Guía Técnica de Procedimientos de Limpieza y Desinfección de ambientes en los Establecimientos de Salud y Servicios Médicos de Apoyo), approved by Ministerial Resolution Nº 372-2011/MINSA.
The PME will also be responsible for:
· Disinfection of critical areas (operation rooms, emergency rooms, ICU and others) on a permanent basis, using the most appropriate methods to ensure full disinfection.
· Disinfection of inpatient areas, rehabilitation areas, doctor's offices, waiting rooms and others.
· Disinfection of water reservoirs, and conduction of microbiological, physical and chemical analyses, analysis of residual chlorine in water before and after cleaning the water tank, and monthly water quality control.
· Disinfection of areas in the INSN-SB according to the schedule and the demand.
· Fumigation of green areas (at least once a month).
· Fumigation, disinfection, and rat extermination in doctor's offices, waiting room and other areas.
· General disinfection in coordination with the Committee of Prevention of Nosocomial Infections, in accordance with the current sanitary standards.
· Replenishment of white paper towel, liquid soap, antiseptic liquid soap, alcohol gel and toilet paper dispensers in toilets and the areas indicated by the Committee for the Prevention of Nosocomial Diseases.
· Provision of N-95 masks for adults and children to prevent cross infections, in coordination with the Committee for the Prevention of Nosocomial Diseases and in accordance with the current sanitary regulations.
Service Hours:
The PME will provide cleaning and biosafety services 24 a day, 365 days a year.
Material Resources:
The PME will be responsible for the procurement, safe storage and use of the products required for the provision of cleaning and biosafety services, as well as for all the costs incurred for their purchase and preservation. The PME must guarantee compliance with the following requirements:
· The PME will have a list of the products to be used in each one of the areas, indicating their composition, compatibility with and adaptation to the use and material required.
· For the use of cleaning and disinfection services, the PME will observe at all times the principles of environmental protection.
· With regard to the disinfectants used, the PME must observe all the rules established in the applicable laws, regulations and technical regulations in force at the regional and national level during the Contract period.
The PME must provide all the equipment, devices, materials and inputs needed to provide the service. The material to be provided by the PME will include, but not be limited to:
· Vacuum cleaners for carpets and high surfaces, and vacuum cleaners with bacterial filters for the cleaning of air conditioning ducts.
· Scrubbing machines.
· Polishing machines.
· Waxing machines.
· Vapor polishers for special areas and all types of surfaces, as well as any other devices required for the performance of its tasks and the achievement of the cleaning and biosafety objectives.
· Cleaning, fumigation, disinfection, disinsectisation and/or disinfestation products needed to maintain the INSN-SB facilities in perfect hygiene and biosafety conditions.
· Cleaning material: paper towel, toilet paper, liquid soap, alcohol gel and their respective dispensers, garbage bags for all the departments in the INSN-SB, etc. The PME must also provide a deodorization system in public toilets and sanitary containers.
· Any other equipment required to carry out cleaning, fumigation, disinfection, disinsectisation, disinfestation and biosafety processes.
Personnel:
The PME will provide and maintain a number of employees according to the requirements of the Contract, as well as the employees required to cover rest periods, vacations, medical leaves, unforeseen absences, 24 hours a day, 365 days a year.
The personnel engaged by the PME must have certificates of having passed psychological and/or psychiatric tests in health centers approved for this purpose and aiming at preventing actions against the physical and mental integrity of children, teenagers, visitors and members of the Institute.
The PME, in addition to providing the human resources needed to ensure optimal hygiene and disinfection conditions, will appoint cleaning personnel to the surgery centers in INSN-SB. The PME will provide the human resources required in order that, during the performance of any type of surgical activity in INSN-SB, the dressing rooms in the surgery area have personnel appointed to clean and replace cleaning materials and perform the following activities:
•
Keep a sufficient number of surgery clothing, in order. 
•
Collect dirty clothes. 
•
Open, close and control the use of dressing rooms. 
•
Any other activity that may be necessary for the operation of dressing rooms and hospital clothing services.
The uniform of the surgery block staff must be of a color different from the uniform used in other INSN-SB units, and it must not be worn outside of the surgery area.
All the personnel must be properly trained and qualified in the function that they will perform in INSN-SB (cleaning and/or disinfection of rooms, disinsectisation, rat extermination, etc.) as well as in the use of chemical products and equipment for their application, in biosafety regulations and preventive measures in case of accidents and/or intoxications before, during and after an event. This training must be proven with certificates issued by official specialized entities.
d. Integral Safety Services.

The integral safety services will have the following scope:
· Access control
· Ensure that only patients and their relatives, authorized personnel and visitors have access to the INSN-SB facilities, limiting the access of non-authorized individuals to the restricted areas.
· Protect all restricted areas, limiting access by unauthorized individuals.
· Check identity documents, credentials and other documents for the entry and exit of people.
· Conduct a personal security clearance through direct inspection or electromagnetic means, to prevent the entry of any type of unauthorized guns. Any individual carrying a gun (and the authorization to do so) must place it in an individual safety box with key lock. This will not apply for properly identified members of the National Police in active service.
Check the contents of vehicles, boxes, etc. with electromechanical equipment.
· Crime Prevention
· Protect the INSN-SB facilities from theft, acts of vandalism, riots and criminal damages.
· Protect the people inside the INSN-SB facilities, including the protection of patients, employees, service providers and visitors.
· Assistance in emergency situations and response to incidents.
· The PME must also respond to any emergency situation or incident that may occur in the INSN-SB premises.
· Use of the video surveillance system.
· INSN-SB will make available to the PME a Video Surveillance System, to be kept in optimal conditions by the PME.
· The PME will hire personnel with the appropriate profile to provide surveillance service 24 hours a day, 365 days a year.
· The PME will immediately report any incidents that may affect the property or safety of the assets and people within the Institute, and will take the appropriate measures in coordination with institutional (Police Director and/or Watch Officer) and local authorities (National Police, Municipal Police, Fire Department, etc.)
· The PME will store all video recordings in accessible electromagnetic systems, in an area designated by the Director of the Institute for them to be reviewed if it is necessary or requested by a competent authority.
· Safety in parking lots
· The PME will be responsible for the safety of any vehicles parked on the INSN-SB parking lots, except for the parking lots across Avenida Javier Prado.
Service Hours:
The safety services will be provided in person 24 hours a day, 365 days a year.
The watch posts will be permanently occupied every day, including non-working days. The service hours must be strictly observed, and the personnel will leave the post at the end of the guard, after the arrival of the relieving person. 
For this purpose, a timetable will be established in the Surveillance records.
The PME will guarantee a permanent provision of the services, and the attendance of its employees will be supervised by INSN-SB.
According to their nature, the surveillance posts in the INSN-SB premises will be classified in 12 and 24-hour posts. 24-hour posts will be occupied by agents in shifts no longer than 12 hours. In this regard, if two agents are used to cover a 24-hour post, the shifts will be the following:
· First shift: 07:00 to 19:00 h
· Second shift: 19:00 to 07:00 h
If the relieving agent does not arrive in time, the PME will be obliged to appoint another surveillance agent within one (1) our after the end of the shift.
The changing of agents at the surveillance posts will take place 15 minutes in advance of the end of a shift.
Material resources:
· The PME will be responsible for the provision and/or replacement of the materials needed for the provision of the surveillance services (cameras, monitors, video recorders, package inspection, etc.)
· Additionally, the PME will provide at least enough equipment for the appropriate provision of the services and to guarantee the security in the INSN-SB premises, according to the applicable regulations in force.
· The PME will be responsible for the purchase, implementation and maintenance of the control unit, including all the equipment required for its appropriate use. This unit will be the control center of all the surveillance activities in the facilities.
· The PME will also provide all the ancillary equipment and materials that are described below:
· Signaling materials for minor works (barriers, tape, lights, signs, etc.).
· Devices for communication through radio transmitters and communication central compatible with the frequencies used in INSN-SB.
· Automated surveillance round control system.
The PME will guarantee to INSN-SB that the equipment, supplies and safety and protection equipment used in the provision of the Services are new, of high quality, and ready for their continuous use. 

Personnel:
· The personnel engaged by the PME must have certificates of having passed psychological and/or psychiatric tests in health centers approved for this purpose and aiming at preventing actions against the physical and mental integrity of children, teenagers, visitors and members of the Institute.
· In addition to surveillance and security qualifications, the security service staff must have been trained in public service and provision of information, use of fire alarm and protection systems, handling of emergency situations, use of transmitters, knowledge of CPR and first aid.
· Security agents will provide services in uniform, and must carry an identification card and any security and personal protection devices for the better performance of their duties, in accordance with the regulations issued by the Ministry of the Interior and the Directorial Resolution Nº 02393-2003-IN-1704.
· The PME must organize periodical coordination meetings with the officers of INSN-SB in order to conduct a comprehensive assessment of the surveillance services, reinforce any security measures and maximize their results.
· Agents may be assigned to new posts or dismissed at the request of INSN-SB, after notifying the provider of the services. The surveillance agents dismissed due to deficiencies or lack of discipline will not be engaged by INSN-SB again.
· If the PME deems necessary to replace the appointed personnel, such replacement will be coordinated with the Management Executive Office. The new agents are required to provide their resumes, accompanied by the supporting documents that were also required from the agent who does not provide services to INSN-SB anymore.
· The use of fire weapons in the event of criminal acts, armed attacks and other actions, in order to protect human lives and/or institutional property, will be subject to the laws and regulations of DISCAMEC (Office for the Control of Security Services and Firearms, Munition and Explosives for Civilian Use). For these purposes, the security agent must have a valid firearms license, be aware of the regulations above and have received training in their appropriate use, under exclusive liability of the PME.
e. Hospital Waste Management in INSN-SB
The scope of these services include the collection, classification, treatment, transportation and final disposal of hospital waste generated in INSN-SB, according to the provisions in the Technical Standard N° 096-MINSA/DIGESA-V.01, Health Technical Standard “Management and Handling of Solid Waste in Health Facilities and Ancillary Medical Services” (Gestión y Manejo de Residuos Sólidos en los Establecimientos de Salud y Servicios Médicos de Apoyo), approved by the Ministerial Resolution N° 554-2012/MINSA, its amending and updating provisions.

Service Hours:
The service of hospital waste management will be provided in person, 24 hours a day, 365 days a year.
Personnel:
The personnel engaged by the PME must have certificates of having passed psychological and/or psychiatric tests in health centers approved for this purpose and aiming at preventing actions against the physical and mental integrity of children, teenagers, visitors and members of the Institute.
The PME will have a Sanitary Engineer or another professional with specialization courses and experience in the management and handling of hospital waste, qualified to become responsible for the technical direction of these services, which will be coordinated with the Head of the Epidemiology and Environmental Health Office of INSN-SB.
The Sanitary Engineer will be responsible for the quality of the services provided, and must be qualified in biosafety regulations, hospital waste management, transportation, treatment and final disposal.
The personnel must be appropriately trained in the functions that they will perform within the institution, according to the applicable provisions in the Health Technical Standard above. They will also be trained in biosafety standards and in the procedure to be applied in the event of an accident.
The PME must provide up-to-date documentation on the personnel, as well as police and criminal record certificates, sanitary certificates and Hepatitis B and tetanus immunization cards.
The personnel will be completely clean and have at least the following protection clothes and devices:
· Long pants.
· Long sleeve shirt (at least ¾ sleeve shirt) of a resistant material and in the colors of the institution, according to their function.
· PVC gloves (impermeable, non-slip, corrosion-resistant, medium-length)
· Cap in the color of the institution
· Respirators with filter
· Safety goggles
· Long plastic apron
· Identification card
The service must have an authorization for operation issued by the Municipality and an authorization for the circulation of the transportation units issued by the corresponding authority, with a validity period of no less than 12 months. EPS–RS registration (registration for the provision of Solid Waste Disposal Services) with DIGESA.
9. Scope of Diagnosis Support Services
a. Blood Bank
A Blood Bank that will conduct interviews to possible donors, activities of selection, physical examination, obtainment, donation, preparation and conduction of immunohematology testing, fractioning, screening, control, preservation, transfusion and supply of human blood, its components and derivatives.
The PME will not be responsible for the recruitment of blood donors to secure the amount blood required by the medical procedures; such activity will be in charge of INSN-SB. The responsibility of the PME begins with the arrival of the donor to the blood bank, or with the receipt of a unit of blood from another blood bank. INSN-SB must be informed of whether the unit of blood is available for use.
The processing activities include the following tests, under the provisions in the Ministerial Resolution N° 614-2004/MINSA, approving several technical standards of the Quality Management System of PRONAHEBAS (National Hemotherapy and Blood Bank Program):

Service Hours:
The service will be provided the 365 days a year. The PME will provide INSN-SB with services and technical assistance 24 hours a day and during the service period, will make available to the blood bank means of communication to make emergency calls, calls to reference blood banks and to patients that need to be permanently contacted.
Material Resources:
The PME will use the infrastructure available in INSN-SB, and will provide any additional equipment required to perform its duties.
The additional equipment to be installed in the blood bank area must be fully operational, in order to ensure the reliability of the laboratory tests.
It is also important to note that, if the environmental conditions have a negative impact on the conduction of the tests (specially the ambient temperature), the PME will have to take measures to correct the situation.
Personnel:
All the personnel will be provided by the PME. A description of the profiles required to facilitate the recruitment of personnel will be included in the Contract.
· The PME agrees to provide resumes from its personnel shortly after the beginning of their activities and the granting of the Award to the PME.
The personnel engaged by the PME must have certificates of having passed psychological and/or psychiatric tests in health centers approved for this purpose and aiming at preventing actions against the physical and mental integrity of children, teenagers, visitors and members of the Institute.
· The PME, the members of the surrogated blood bank services and the core personnel, will undergo a training program to operate all the equipment, including computer systems. Later they will be assigned working times in different shifts according to the requirements of the service: morning, afternoon, night, weekends and holidays. The working times may be amended based on the requirements of the service and those of INSN-SB.
· The personal engaged must comply with the internal work regulations of INSN-SB and all the internal procedures applicable to provide blood banks services. The personnel will participate in and receive training programs and will prepare any required procedures, guides for analysis materials and any other documents required according to the priority programs.
· To enter and move within INSN-SB the PME personnel must carry an identification card with photograph, wear the uniform that identifies them as employees of the PME and follow all the safety and hygiene regulations established by INSN-SB. The PME, as the responsible entity for the personnel engaged under this Public Bid, will be solely liable for any employment obligations derived from the laws and other regulations of a civil, criminal, labor and social security nature.
· For the effective provision of blood bank services in the INSN-SB facilities, the PME must have a minimum number of Medical Technologist with professional titles, laboratory technicians, receptionists, social workers and physicians with experience in the selection of donors.
· The team of professionals will be divided in two shifts: 7 a.m.-1 p.m. and 1 p.m.-7 p.m.
The PME must observe the professional profiles described in the Ministerial Resolution Nº 614-2004/MINSA, “Approval of technical standards of the Quality Management System of PRONAHEBAS”: Technical Standard Nº 011 - MINSA/DGSP - 01: "Manual de Calidad" (Quality Manual); Technical Standard Nº 012 - MINSA/DGSP - 01: "Criterios de Calidad" (Quality Criteria); Technical Standard Nº 013 - MINSA/DGSP - 01: "Guía de Procesos" (Process Guide); Technical Standard Nº 014 - MINSA/DGSP - 01: "Guía de procedimientos operativos estándar" (Standard Operating Process Guide); Technical Standard Nº 015- MINSA/DGSP - 01: "Manual de Bioseguridad" (Biosafety Manual); Technical Standard Nº 016 - MINSA/DGSP - 01: "Formatos y registros" (Forms and Records).
The working hours and functions for each team member will be determined by their skills and attitudes and be subject to shift changes according to the needs of the area.
The PME will provide and maintain substitute employees, properly trained and qualified, to cover for absences, permits or vacations of the blood bank staff, without entailing any extra costs for INSN-SB.
· In the event that INSN-SB requires the personnel to work overtime in order to provide appropriate services, the PME will bear any expenses derived from such situation and INSN-SB will not incur any additional costs. The circumstances that determined the overtime will be recorded in writing.
b. Sterilization Center
The sterilization center will be responsible for all the procedures required for the optimal conditions of use of the surgical and interventionist material in INSN-SB.
      The center will provide two types of sterilization:
· LOW temperature (under 50-60ºC) 
· HIGH temperature (above 120ºC: dry heat and vapor)
      The processes include:
· Removal of re-usable material from the point of use.
· Immersion in soap solution and pre-washing.
· Control of the removed instruments and signing of a collection sheet (or a similar document).
· Transportation of the carts carrying contaminated material to the facilities of the Sterilization Center.
· Washing of material through the applicable procedure (hand washing, ultrasound, thermal washing machines, and others) according to the manual.
· Preparation and packing of materials in appropriate packages, in order to guarantee the sterility of the processed material.
· Reception of clean textile material for sterilization.
· Sterilization of surgical and textile material according to its physical characteristics (high or low temperature). Validation of processes through biological controls.
· Storage of sterile material boxes.
· Transportation and delivery of sterile material in the points of use, according to the Service Protocols.
· Monitoring of sterilization methods.
· Disinfection of all the material that cannot be sterilized.
Service Hours:
The PME will provide services and technical assistance for INSN-SB 24 hours a day, during the service term.
The times of delivery and collection of the material will be adapted to the regulations of INSN-SB and to the established daily schedule.
The delivery and collection schedule must be flexible enough to meet the specific needs of the service users, while maintaining the established requirements.
The proposal of the PME will include a plan for the collection and delivery of materials, as well as the actions to be taken in the event of urgent or non-scheduled requests.
Material Resources:
The PME will use the infrastructure available in INSN-SB and will provide, through the sterilization service, any additional equipment required to perform its duties.
The PME will be responsible for the loss or breaking that the surgical material may suffer during the performance of the service. Accordingly, the PME is obliged to replace such damaged material. In the same way, any instrument that is being repaired and, according to the repair workshop, has been damaged during the sterilization process (depositions, rubber damaged for inappropriate temperatures), must be replaced by the PME at no charge for INSN-SB.
The cleaning and maintenance of the Sterilization Center will be considered part of the sterilization services.
Personnel:
All the staff of the Sterilization Center will be provided by the PME.
The PME will provide enough personnel for the fulfillment of the obligations under the scope of the services, for the activity not to be affected by the insufficiency of human resources (dismissals, training, absences, etc.).
The personnel will have sufficient experience and qualifications to perform their duties efficiently. A Head of Service, a guarantor technician, a shift manager (if required) and other positions will be appointed to achieve an appropriate organization. 
All the staff members must wear a uniform and carry an identification card (given names and surnames, photograph, service area where they work and position) at all times, and have a clean and neat personal appearance.
c. Pathological Anatomy and Clinical Pathology (Laboratory)
For the purposes of this contract, the integral management of laboratory services include all the activities required to satisfy, in a comprehensive manner, the care-related and preventive needs of INSN-SB in the areas of pathologic anatomy, biochemistry, immunology, hematology, microbiology, genetics and emergency tests.
During the contract period, the PME agrees to use any human and material resources, infrastructure, equipment and, in general, any other resources that may be required to perform the activities under the contract with efficiency and timeliness and in compliance with high quality standards.
Scope of Services
The laboratory services to be provided are: pathologic anatomy, biochemistry, immunology, hematology, microbiology and emergency tests.
Service Hours:
The service will be provided the 365 days a year. The Laboratory Services will be provided 24 hours a day, 365 days a year, and observe at least the following conditions:
· The laboratory serving the emergency area will be operational 24 hours a day, 365 days a year.
· Any other laboratories will be open from Monday through Saturdays, from 8 a.m. to 2 p.m. 
A. Permanent presence of professionals 
The service shifts to be established must include at least:
· Monday through Friday:
· The physical presence of one professional (biologist or clinical pathologist), every day.
· Localized shifts of three all-purpose professionals, every day of the year.
· Saturdays, Sundays and holidays:
The same number and specialty of professionals as in the paragraph above will be guaranteed for every day.
In any case, no more than 48 hours may pass without the presence of a professional and a telephone in the laboratory.
B. Material Resources
· Physical Facilities
For the performance of the contract, INSN-SB will provide the PME with laboratory premises and facilities.
The PME agrees to keep these goods in good conditions during the contract period.
· Equipment
The PME must equip the laboratory, provide maintenance to and replace any laboratory equipment and incorporate any technological innovations that are developed during the Contract period.
· Reagents, inputs and other materials.
The PME must acquire, at its own expense, the reagents, inputs and other materials required for the operation of the laboratory.
C. Personnel
The PME will have sufficient qualified personnel, sanitary non-qualified personnel, specialist technicians and other non-sanitary personnel for the efficient operation of the unit. The personnel must have obtained the professional titles and the technical training required by their duties, in accordance with the applicable regulations in force.
The personnel engaged by the PME must have certificates of having passed psychological and/or psychiatric tests in health centers approved for this purpose and aiming at preventing actions against the physical and mental integrity of children, teenagers, visitors and members of the Institute.
In any case, the PME must engage at least the following sanitary employees:
· Specialist professionals: 
In the emergency laboratory, the professionals required to meet the quota of physical presence.
D. Expected volume of services provided
The laboratory will conduct all the tests required by INSN-SB. 
The number of laboratory tests will be informed in a circular letter according to the following form.

10. Scope of the services of maintenance of the building, facilities and electromechanical equipment associated to the infrastructure, green spaces and parking lots

In compliance with the scope of services under the Contract, the PME will:
· Conduct a study on the INSN-SB facilities, collecting comprehensive information on their structure and operational conditions. Such study will serve as basis for its achieving a full knowledge and performing the maintenance of the facilities. If the PME does not provide a detailed report within one month of the beginning of the Contract period, it will be understood that the works, facilities and equipment of INSN-SB are in optimal conditions and undamaged. 
· Keep up-to-date the technical description of the assets to be preserved. 
· Keep up-to-date the inventory of the assets to be preserved. 
· Prepare and implement the Maintenance Plans for the infrastructure and each one of the assets. 
· Manage the services through the INSN-SB computer applications. 
· Perform, upon request of INSN-SB, tasks that are similar to those included in the maintenance services. 
· Read and control electricity, water, fuel, medicinal gas meters, and any other that may be required. 
· Prepare reports and provide advice required by the INSN-SB Management regarding matters that fall within the functions of the PME. 
· Participate in and collaborate with the programs and activities of INSN-SB in terms of security, self-protection and prevention of occupational risks. 
· Automate all the notifications/incidents in INSN-SB occurring 24 a day, 365 days a year, in the computer applications developed for this purpose or, failing this and exceptionally, in any other means that may guarantee the registration and distribution of a notification to its corresponding responsible person.
The equipment under the Contract includes:
· A system of elevators and staircases.
· A system of clinical vacuum, medicinal gases (oxygen, nitric oxide), cryogenic facilities and industrial and medicinal compressed air.
· A hot water/vapor system (including a powerhouse).
· A water pressurization system.
· A water treatment system.
· A power generator, including high, medium and low voltage systems.
· A hospital waste treatment system.
· An system of air conditioning/climate control and pressurization of rooms.
· Wastewater extraction systems
· A firefighting water system
· An oil storage system
· A gas circulation system
· A grounding system.
· A refrigeration system.
· A communications system.
The PME, during the Contract period, must observe the same aesthetic, structural and functional characteristics (determined in the initial building project or agreed upon with INSN-SB in subsequent project revisions) and guarantee the continuous, efficient operation of the facilities.
In compliance with the regulations regarding the facilities under the Contract, the PME must ensure that all the electricity generation plants, buildings, equipment, systems and services do not constitute any danger for the environment and/or any person in INSN-SB. In particular, the PME must comply with the MINSA Guide of Maintenance of Physical Infrastructure.
Service Hours
The general maintenance services will be provided 24 hours a day, 365 days a year, in order to respond to any emerging needs.
Material Resources
The PME will provide all the inputs and tools required for the performance of maintenance activities, including scaffolding, cranes, gear, machinery, etc., as well as generic materials for any equipment and facility. The PME will also be responsible for the transportation, use, assignment, cleaning, collection, storage and removal of such inputs and tools. The PME will provide any original spare pieces, accessories or elements required to restore the functionality of an equipment or complete any preventive maintenance tasks on it.
The PME will provide control and monitoring elements for all the systems that can be automatically controlled. 
The PME will be responsible for the provision and replacement of all the materials and inputs required for the provision of these services, and will ensure their integration with the INSN-SB corporate systems.
Personal:
The personnel engaged by the PME must have certificates of having passed psychological and/or psychiatric tests in health centers approved for this purpose and aiming at preventing actions against the physical and mental integrity of children, teenagers, visitors and members of the Institute.
The PME will provide and maintain the number of employees determined in the requirements of the contract, as well as those needed to cover for any rest periods, medical leaves and unforeseen absences.
The personnel must have at least a technical higher education degree (3 years) and include electricians, mechanics, sanitary technicians and others. The staff must include at least one civil, sanitary, electrical or mechanical engineer.
11. Scope of the maintenance services for clinical and non-clinical equipment 
The services will include, but not be limited to, the maintenance of the following equipment and elements:
· Biomedical equipment
· Supplementary equipment
· Electromechanical equipment
· Computer equipment
· Laboratory
· Management furnishings
· Clinical furnishings
· Computer and communication systems
The Maintenance Department must ensure the proper and permanent operation of the equipment under the Contract, with consideration to the following aspects:
· Inspections and control of operation reference values for each piece of equipment, according to their respective service manuals:
· Electrical, electronic and/or mechanical calibrations, as applicable, for each type of equipment according to their service manuals.
· Reports of compliance with the Maintenance Program included in the PME's technical proposal, which detailed:
· Maintenance activities to be conducted by teams.
· Changes, new remarks.
· Corrective maintenance performed.
· Orders for spare parts in order to restore full operability of the equipment. 
· Failure and repair reports, as applicable.
· Filling of the Maintenance Work Order (MWO).
· Monthly reports on future maintenance requirements to ensure continuity in the operability of the equipment.
· Training users in the Basic Maintenance and Operation of the equipment.
· Change of lower cost parts, pieces and/or accessories, such as fuses, diodes, resistors, capacitors, chips, power cables, when it is required by the equipment. These materials will be provided by the PME at no additional cost.
· Other activities that may be required and established in the service manual.
The PME will be responsible for prepare and implement the different maintenance plans under the services, to be previously approved by INSN-SB:
· Scheduled preventive maintenance
· Corrective maintenance
· Predictive maintenance
· Preparation of the technical regulatory documents for the maintenance area
All of the above will be performed by the PME based on the following principles:
· Assuring, through its actions, the integrity of the equipment, for it to operate with no interruptions or deficiencies.
· Minimizing the impact or any inconveniences on the assistance units, derived from the services.
· Providing very high quality and efficiency services, in accordance with the applicable regulations in force at all times.
Any failures caused by natural disasters are not included in the scope.
Service hours:
The general maintenance services will be provided 24 hours a day, 365 days a year, in order to respond to any emerging needs. Maintenance Services will be provided during the service hours of INSN-SB. These hours may be amended at the request of INSN-SB. 
Material Resources
The PME must provide small everyday materials to perform repairs on the devices and equipment under the Contract.
The PME will provide all the originally manufactured spare parts that are indicated by the manufacturer in the respective procedure manuals.
The PME will provide any checking, analysis and control devices required for the maintenance and inspection of the equipment under the Contract. These devices must be certified by a competent entity.
The PME warrants that any measurement and calibration equipment and instruments that its personnel appointed to INSN-SB will use to perform the Maintenance Program will have a calibration certificate in force, issued by the manufacturer or a recognized international entity, and that they are appropriate and sufficient to provide efficient, high-quality services without causing any partial or total damages to the equipment under the Contract. In this regard, the PME must submit a list of calibration equipment according to the Appendix N° 1 of Annex N° 9.
The PME, at no additional cost, will provide the physical resources and transportation services for the equipment outside the INSN-SB facilities, when such transportation is required to repair any major failures or perform any related works. The PEM will be responsible for the integrity of the equipment.
INSN-SB will not be held liable for the loss or misuse of the physical resources by the technical staff appointed by the PME.
Personnel
The personnel engaged by the PME must have certificates of having passed psychological and/or psychiatric tests in health centers approved for this purpose and aiming at preventing actions against the physical and mental integrity of children, teenagers, visitors and members of the Institute.
The PME, in its proposal, will guarantee the quality and sufficient number of its employees with experience and qualifications in “Maintenance of Clinical equipment” to comply with the Maintenance Program offered and accepted by INSN-SB and respond to any unexpected situations or sporadic failures in the equipment under its responsibility.
The PME will provide at least the following personnel: 
· Professionals: 
· Two engineers
· Specialty: Biomedical or electronic engineering 
· Academic degree: Professional title
· Experience in Maintenance of Clinical Equipment: 04 years
· Technical:
· Four technicians with experience in maintenance of clinical Equipment
· Specialty: Electronic technicians.
· Experience in Maintenance of Clinical Equipment: 04 years
12. Scope of the Technical Procurement Advisory Services.
Purpose:
The Technical Procurement Advisory services are intended to use the experience of the PME in the management of purchases of equipment related to the operation of medical centers. The services are based on the degree of the PME's knowledge on the conditions of the INSN-SB assets, as a result of their maintenance services. In this regard, considering that the procurement of assets will be conducted by INSN-SB, the PME will provide advisory services during the procurement process, in order to optimize the results of the purchase.
Scope and extent of application:
The PME will coordinate with INSN-SB the technical collaboration that the latter may need for the planning, implementation and verification of the process of procurement of the Specific Equipment.
In this regard, the activities to be performed by the PME will include, but not limited to, the following:
Planning
· Preparation of a plan for the replacement of Specific Equipment over a term in years that matches the end of the Contract.
· Annual update of the replacement plan.
· Detailed analysis of the replacement investments to be carried out the following year, indicating the reasons for the replacements, any future factors that may determine the need of a replacement (if applicable) and an initial estimate of the amount to be invested.
Implementation:
· Definition of the most recommended technical specifications that must be complied with by the replacement equipment, to be purchased the following year. Technical information supporting the recommendations must be submitted (cost-effectiveness ratio, performance, safety conditions, technological innovation and others)
· Presentation of alternatives in the market, identification of potential providers of replacement equipment and preparation of a comparative analysis.
· Recommendation of the conditions of purchase of each piece of equipment (mode of payment, warranties, maintenance, installation, training, updates, etc.)
· Identification of the additional works, adaptations or procurements that should be made together with the procurement of the equipment, to ensure its proper and timely operation.
· Preparation of the documents required by INSN-SB as part of the procurement processes to be conducted according to the applicable laws (i.e. justification, market studies, technical specifications, reference terms, economic assessment, etc.).
· Assistance with the preparation of clarifying documents and with the assessment of changes that may be required during the procurement process.
Verification:
· Assistance with the process to verify the proper installation and commissioning of purchased equipment.
· Support with the verification of the incorporation of the procurement terms to the contract documentation.
· Monitoring the training received by the equipment operators.
The PME must provide the technical advisory described above, including the monitoring of INSN-SB's compliance with the procedures established in the current regulations, in order to support INSN-SB in the timely and efficient procurement of the replacement equipment, scheduled every year.
Material Resources
The PME will use any technical facilities that allow for an efficient management of the information that may support the decision-making process for the planning of the Specific Equipment replacement program.
Personnel
· The PME will provide the personnel required for the timely preparation of the required documents. To achieve its objectives, the PME must ensure the coordination of activities with the personnel in charge of equipment maintenance. This team must include at least one (1) biomedical engineer with experience in the maintenance of clinical and non-clinical equipment, who must demonstrate having no less than 5 years of experience in the procurement and/or maintenance of this type of components and equipment similar to the equipment in INSN-SB.
13. Valuation of the Technical Proposal
The Bidder will enjoy extensive freedom to develop a Technical Proposal with the technological adjustments and updates that it may deem convenient, as long as these amendments comply with the minimum specifications included in this Annex 9, Reference Terms, and do not affect the potential development of the Project.
The documents to be regarded as part of the Technical Proposal, referred to the services provided in INSN-SB, are detailed below:
a. Organization of the PME
The PME will submit a functional organization chart for its technical team and for all the other services under this Contract, whether or not they are directly integrated in the Bidder's structure. The distribution of titles, functions and responsibilities, listing the responsible people for every service, must be property defined.
In particular, the Bidder will submit information on the most important employees that it agrees to appoint to the provision of the Contract services, and their resumes. duly signed. These documents must include at least the professional title and experience applicable for the provision of the services for each one of the key team members. The PME must submit at least the resumes of the employees that will serve as:
· Manager/director, the person ultimately responsible for all the services to be provided under the Contract.
· Head of operations and coordination for every service.
· Head of quality.
The PME must determine profiles for all the other technical personnel, not appointed by name, as well as their characteristics and responsibilities.
Additionally, the PME will submit an estimate of the size of the payroll needed to provide each one of the services, by number of employees.
b. Operation Schedule / Technical Description
The Bidders will submit an Operation Schedule based on the technical specifications described in the Contract, composed of the operation schedule or technical description of each one of the services under the contract.
Accordingly, the Bidders will provide the following documents:
1. A detailed description for each service, including at least:
i. Organizational structure:
· Organization chart
· Description of positions, functions and responsibilities.
· Model of coordination between the employees who will provide the services, particularly those not directly incorporated to the Bidder's structure.
ii. Coordination with Management:
· Model of coordination between the Bidder and Management, with special reference to the proposed communication systems.
iii. Human Resources:
· Number of employees (number of individuals exclusively appointed to the provision of services: equivalent individuals on the basis of full shifts)
· Level of qualification and categories.
· Annual and weekly working time.
· Work shifts.
· List of job positions.
· Distribution of work load by category, by position. 
iv. Methodology and planning of the work:
· Proposed management system:
· Action plan during the Implementation Stage, including objectives, activities, terms and resources applied to achieve optimal implementation in the established period.
· Activity organization and planning systems
· Description of the proposed information flow tools, through the concretization of the contents of the reports submitted to INSN-SB to assure the quality of the provision of all the services.
· Action plan after the beginning of the provision of the services, including operation protocols and procedure manuals.
· Measures to be taken to guarantee the appropriate and continuous provision of the services.
· System for inter- and intra-services coordination.
v. Material and technical resources:

The machinery, auxiliary media and proposed equipment for each one of the services will be documented, clearly detailing the following:
· List of the technical and material resources proposed for the performance of the Contract, indicating the resources that will be exclusively used to provide each one of the services.
· Technical specifications for the different technical resources and materials in the proposal.
· Presentation of arguments on the suitability and functionality of the items proposed for the provision of the services.
· A commitment to provide the proposed resources, signed and accepted by the Bidder.
· The submission of this information will not exempt the Bidder from providing other resources that may be deemed necessary for the performance of its obligations under this document, the Contract and any other contractual documents, without having to restructure the Contract economic balance under any circumstance.
vi. Information systems:
· A detailed description of the technical information management for the provision of the service, including: i) a detailed description of the integration system with INSN-SB and ii) a description of the applications and tools that will be used.
14. Responsibility for the provision and materials for medical services
INSN-SB will be responsible for providing all the inputs and materials that have any direct relationship with the patients. They include, but are not limited to, the following:
· Medical supplies
· Supplies for surgical procedures

16. Initial Procurement of INSN-SB Equipment
Although the infrastructure is completely built, INSN-SB is expected to make some specific purchases after the beginning of the Contract period, in order to complete its initial equipment inventory. 
The Initial Procurement of INSN-SB Equipment may need to be completed with additional investments after the analysis or Due Diligence process (conducted during the Implementing Period), in the event that there are elements that are not in perfect conditions and do not comply with the technical and functional requirements for the provision of the services.
The newly purchased assets will become part of the assets included in the scope of the Contract, and the PME will be obliged to provide maintenance/replacement services for them in accordance with the requirements established in these reference Terms. In this regard, the Contract will determine a mechanism of adjustment to the Retributions for Maintenance of Works (RPMO) for the time this equipment will be unavailable because the PME has not incurred the maintenance costs required.
The list of equipment to be purchased by INSN-SB will be provided to the Bidders in a Circular Letter. 
17. High-Technology Equipment Renewal Plan
To be announced in a Circular Letter.
18. Deductions
The provision of services of a quality below optimal standards will involve the automatic application of deductions, weighted according to the type of deficiency established in the Contract for each one of the reference services. 
For this purpose, an assessment of the effective availability and quality level of the services provided to INSN-SB will be conducted every month, on the basis of the target parameters established in the Contract for each service. The mechanism of deductions will not activate until the issue of the Authorization for Implementation to the INSN-SB, as any income will not be considered to have been accrued before this point.
The weight on the total payment, the correction factors, the percentage to be deducted and any impacts on the mechanism of remuneration to the PME will be disclosed in a Circular Letter.
19. Supervision of the Contract
Supervision of the Contract
The Supervisor (INSN-SB) will perform supervision tasks on the technical and economic obligations assumed by the PME during the entire effective period of the Contract for Management. Such tasks will be carried out through a Specialized Supervisor.
Specialized Supervisor
The Specialized Supervisor will be responsible for following, controlling and assessing the operability and availability of the sanitary infrastructure areas under the Contract and the quality of the provision of general services and Diagnosis Support services by the PME, as provided in the Contract. Additionally, the Specialized Supervisor will inform INSN-SB of any incidents during the provision of the services by the PME, prepare any relevant reports and determine the amount of the retribution according to the provisions in the Contract.
Every month, the Specialized Supervisor will provide the Supervisor with a detailed report on the quality of the compliance related to gaps in the availability and provision of general services and diagnosis support services, caused by quality flaws. 
Mixed Monitoring Commission
The supervision and performance of the Contract obligations, and the relationship among the PME, INSN-SB and the Specialized Supervisor, will be articulated in a Mixed Monitoring Commission.
The Mixed Monitoring Commission will be formed by representatives from INSN/SB, the PME and the Specialized Supervisor, on a regular basis during the entire period of the Contract for Management.
The organization and operating rules for this Commission will be established in Regulations, to be approved by INSN-SB. In addition to its coordination and reporting functions, this Commission will carry out the proposed resolution process for disputes between the parties.
The PME must provide all the reasonable facilities and support for the safety and comfort of the inspectors during the performance of their duties, by providing all the relevant documents and information.
